The Mount of Olives

I've always been interested in geography. I enjoy finding out about
different places, their importance and the associated history. While
reading scripture my mind will wonder from the spiritual to focus on
a place, its history, and what significance it might
have. Daydreaming? Well, I suppose. In a way though this
“process” has helped me to understand a little better, if not a little
deeper, the message of the Gospel. It helps me to correlate events.

For example, Jesus seemed to have liked the area around the
fishing village of Capernaum on the north coast of the Sea of
Galilee. I think he found peace along those shores. Farther south in
the area of Jerusalem, Jesus seemed to gravitate to Olivet, the Mount
of Olives that lies directly east of Jerusalem. Why does the Mount of
Olives seem to be central in Jesus’ ministry? Possibly because the
mount of Olives lay between Bethany, where he had friends and
disciples, and Jerusalem, where he would have been surrounded by
enemies. In any case, the Mount of Olives, often spoke of in the
prophesy of the Old Testament, became significant in the life of
Christ.

The Bible shows that Jesus visited the Mount of Olives three times
in the week before His death. The first occasion was on Palm Sunday
as Jesus and His disciples were coming west toward Jerusalem from
Beth’phage, they crossed over the Mount of Olives on the way to
Jerusalem. It was in the crossing that Jesus sent two disciples into a
local village to find the donkey upon which Jesus rode through the
Golden Gate into Jerusalem. Later that day, Jesus and his disciples
returned over the Mount of Olives and spent the night in Bethany.

After Palm Sunday, Jesus visited the Mount of Olives again to give
what is known as the Olivet Discourse. On this occasion Jesus

prophesized concerning the destruction of Jerusalem and the temple,
as well as the signs of Christ’s return, false prophets and

persecution. Warnings that speak to us today. It would be well to
read this teaching. It is mentioned in the three synoptic gospels,
Matthew, Mark and Luke.

The third visit to the mount of Olives was in the Garden of
Gethsemane. Jesus came, as was His custom, to pray and
meditate. It is here He faced such terrible anguish that His sweat was
like drops of blood. It is here that Jesus made the mental
commitment to carry out the Divine Plan.

After the resurrection of Jesus, there was yet another visit to the
Mount of Olives. For it was on the Mount that Jesus chose as the site
of His Ascension. According to the Old Testament prophet Zechariah,
Jesus will return not only in the same way, but to the same place.
This is recorded in a prophecy related to the end times. Zec. 14:4.

What role will the Mount of Olives play in the future? That is not
for us to know. As we read in Acts 1:7, “It is not for you to know times
or seasons which the Father has fixed by His own authority.”

I would not be surprised that the Mount of Olives will play a role in
the future.

Nothing but a Number

Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70.
George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became
the first female rear admiral of the United States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty
completed her quest to run a marathon on each of the seven continents when she was 84.

If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things.

That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God
had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to worR,

Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age
most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect.
What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from
making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
