The Patience of a Wooly Bear; the Determination of a Toad

The muggy hot days of summer are here. Work starts early on a farm. We open the
farm stand today, but before we do there is produce to harvest, clean and sort. I walk
with a cup of coffee out of the processing room into the barn bay, and over near the large
sliding door sits Tonto, the barn toad.

Barn Toad? That’s right, a few years back, a large toad showed up in the barn bay
and took up residence. He became known as the Lone Ranger. Tonto showed up a year
later. They hung out by the walk-in cooler in vicinity of the condensate drain and help
out by eating bugs spiders and all manner of insects. The last time I saw the Lone
Ranger he was hopping down a bean row last fall. With a mighty hi-ho froggy, he was
away, and never seen again. Tonto is still around. During the honey harvest when the
barn bay is full of carts loaded with honey boxes (supers) taken from the hives, there are
more then a few bees in the barn. At those times, Tonto earns his pay by cleaning up any
bee that lingers to close. Anything within 6 inches of the toad becomes a meal.

Anyway, Tonto was sitting by the barn door with his head held high and focused like a
laser on a Wooly Bear that was clinging to the door about 10 inches above the
toad. Neither one was moving. They were engaged in a struggle of wills. One for dinner,
and the other to not get caught. Far too busy to watch the outcome, I went on into the
field, tuned in the radio to my old-time music, and started working the rows and
planning.

We’ll be picking beans later this week. Cabbage will be gone in a day or so. It was a
good crop. I'll double crop that land with beans in a week or so. Will have to get the low
tunnels out so the new bean crop wont scald in the intense sun as they germinate. The
tomato crop is producing well. I pick about 40 pounds with more coming. Have to get
them off the vines early or they will split after the rain predicted later that day. The
cucumbers, squash and zucchini peaked last week, but are still producing. I'll be

collecting seeds from mature produce soon to be used for next year’s crops.

After washing up the produce I picked, I bring it into the processing room to
sort. Walking through the barn bay I see them there, Tonto and the Wooly Bear, still
engage in their battle. Neither has moved a muscle. I move on quickly to finish the
sorting and open the stand. Then I go and work the greenhouse. There is not much
activity there this time of year, but I turn on the ceiling fan, and water a few tomatoes
and heat loving plants. A quick walk through the orchard and vineyard comes
next. Apples are looking fair. The deer are keeping the vineyard pruned but thankfully
leave the grapes alone. There’s that rabbit again, working around the edges of the
garden. I first saw him back in April. A little bigger than my thumb then. He’s about the
size of my hand now. Let him be. Watch out for the hawk little one. I have a hawk that
likes to sit on one of the vineyard posts and swoop down to grab unsuspecting field mice
and other varmints passing through. Up high on the power line runs a squirrel, with the
balance and agility that would make the Wallenda family envious. Sometimes it seems I
am running more of a Noah'’s ark of critters back here than anything else. I did have to
get rid of the groundhogs though.

Time to head back to the barn and check up on the battle of wills between Tonto and
the wooly bear. After several hours of struggle, there was the wooly bear, but Tonto had
given up and was nowhere to be seen. The patience of the wooly bear had outlasted the
determination of Tonto.

A good lesson for me. How often these days do I find myself clinging to my values and
beliefs, knowing that if I were to let go, I would fall into a very bad situation, unable to
escape it. Still, I know if I hang fast to my faith in these dangerous times, if I have the
patience, let’s say the patience of a wooly bear, God will see me through. The danger will
pass.

Oh, what’s that? What color was the wooly bear? Well, this one was a dark brown,
but you can never trust a July wooly bear to predict what kind of winter you’ll

have. Wooly bears like to show off this time of year.

What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from
making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
