                                                                           The Key 

 

“The Heavenly and Earthly Trinities” is an oil painting by the Spanish Baroque artist 

Bartolome’ Murillo.  It depicts a young Jesus with the Virgin Mary and Saint Joseph 

forming the earthly trinity of the Holy Family, together with God the Father and the Holy 

Spirit directly above the Christ Child.  Christ, who stands between Mary and Joseph and 

directly in line with the Father and the Holy Spirit becomes the focal point of the 

painting.  It is magnificent.  

 

Murillo produced many works which portrayed the Holy Family.  My favorite is the 

portrait of the Holy Family with Mary reaching for her Son Jesus, who is being held by 

Saint Joseph.  It is a peaceful scene within their home.  The infant Jesus is reaching for 

His mother while Joseph shows a well-seasoned father’s carry of his young son.  They are 

content and happy, surrounded by the simple furnishings and possessions that make up 

their life.  Meditate on this work of art, and you will also find peace and contentment.    

 

Art lessons?  Well, this letter is not meant to be a lesson about art.  It is more about the 

lesson of the Holy Family, and their importance to all families. Especially in these days. 

 

From antiquity, the family has served as a basic building block of free societies. 

Wherever we turn in the ancient world, the family structure has been revered by all 

successful societies.  We also find that before great societies fall to outside invaders, they 

are toppled from within, due largely to the deterioration of their value system, including 

family structures.  The family, not the state or the school, is primarily responsible for 

teaching lessons of independence and proper conduct and civility. If, as we now see, 

these family functions break down, then everything else we cherish is in peril. 

 

The traditional family structure has been under attack for generations.   The present 

attack is based on a gradual exposure and acceptance of homosexuality.   A 

popular parenting lifestyle web site called “Fatherly”, recently posted an article in its 

Parenting section promoting gay lifestyle.  The article reads that gay pride parades are 

“filled with sights that may be new to kids, like public nudity and kink. Not to mention 

that Pride parades aren’t the most sober of places.”  The article concludes that young 

children should indeed be exposed to kink and nudity because the “educational aspects 

of pride are paired with joy and celebration.”   

 

Ah well, do not be discouraged.  It is meant to confuse and coerce the willing and the 

weak.  It is meant to capture the minds and hearts of children.   

 

Let your focus rather be on the Holy Family, for within this Blessed Family we have been 

given the key to withstand adversity.   During the final vision of Fatima, on the day of the 

miracle of the sun, 70,000 people witnessed the sun dancing and seemingly fall from the 

sky before it was restored to its proper place.  During the vision, Lucia recorded she saw 

the Blessed Virgin Mary, as well as St. Joseph holding the Child Jesus, blessing the 

earth.  The connection of the Holy Family to the promise of peace made at Fatima should 

not be ignored.    

 

Peace is only possible when we subscribe to God’s plan for creation, and there is no 

doubt that the family is a foundational building block in creation’s order.  Place your 

family under the special protection of the Holy Family.  The family model ordained by 

God.

                                          Nothing but a Number 

     Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. 

George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became 

the first female rear admiral of the United States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty 

completed her quest to run a marathon on each of the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice?
