Zechariah and Elizabeth

As we celebrate the feast day of Saint John the Baptist, we will no doubt read and hear the
stories of the man Jesus called the greatest of all prophets. Let us take time in this letter then to

meditate on some of the events leading to the prophet’s birth. For in this prelude to John’s birth
we will find a greater understanding of the workings of God. Let us turn our Bibles then to the
first chapter in the Gospel of Luke and consider the parents of Saint John, Zechariah and
Elizabeth.

The prayer: Zechariah was a temple priest, and Elizabeth was a kins woman to the Blessed
Virgin Mary. Both were just and pleasing in the sight of the Lord. Elizabeth was thought to be
barren, and they were both advanced in years, yet both wanted a son. They prayed to God that
their marriage would be blessed with a child.

The Fruit. How many times have I seen the impossible made possible by the hand of God?
Why therefore should I be hesitant to put my problems and desires before the Lord? All things
are possible with God.

John’s Birth foretold: While Zechariah was fulfilling his term as a temple priest it was
announced to him by the Angel Gabriel that Elizabeth would bear a son. Zechariah was hesitant
to believe what was foretold. Gabriel then said he would be unable to speak until the prophesy
was fulfilled, Lk. 1:18-20. Reading further it appears that Zechariah also lost his hearing, Lk.1:62.
Why this pronouncement on a good man? Simply put, Zechariah did not believe Gabriel’s words.
As Gabriel stands in the presence of God, the pronouncement and its effects were made
immediate. Some biblical scholars say that Zechariah was given this particular affliction of
muteness because he offended the Lord with his words. That may also explain why he apparently

lost his hearing, because he failed to believe what he heard from Gabriel. Rabbinical scholars also



have commented that these afflictions, would have disqualified Zechariah from Temple service as
he would have been unable to intone the ritual services. This dismissal from Temple service
would have been another source of affliction to Zechariah.

The Fruit. How many times have I offended the Lord by my words of doubt, suspicion or
reluctance? Do I ask the Lord for proof? How many times have I failed to hear the word of God
through scripture preferring instead to cling to my own wisdom and understanding? Let me
therefore be quick to hear and serve the Lord with all my senses. Let my answer to the Lord be
like Mary’s to the Angel Gabriel; “Let it be done to me according to thy word.”

The Visitation: In one of the more beautiful passages in the Gospel of Luke we read of the
Blessed Virgin Mary’s visitation to her kins-woman Elizabeth. Mary was carrying the Christ-child
and Elizabeth was carrying John the Baptist. Elizabeth, who by this time had heard from her
husband Zechariah the words spoken by Gabriel as to the greatness of her own son John, did not
presume to even mention it to Mary. Here we read that upon entering the home of Elizabeth,
John leaped for joy in the womb of Elizabeth, and at that moment Elizabeth was filled with the
Holy Spirit, explaining in a loud voice to Mary, “Blessed are you among women and blessed is the
fruit of thy womb, Lk 1:41-42. Through the Holy Spirit Elizabeth knew that Mary was carrying the
Lord and Savior so long promised. This sudden inspiration raised Elizabeth far beyond her own
joy and thought, to a new level of recognition. Similarly, after the naming of John, Zechariah
recovered from his muteness and was filled with the Holy Spirit, proclaiming that his son John
would be the prophet of the Most High, and would go before his Lord to prepare His ways, Lk
1:76. Such is the power of the Holy Spirit to enlighten us.

The Fruit. The power of the Holy Spirit is the direct power of God Almighty. Of all the
blessings that are ours, there is none greater than the blessing of the Holy Spirit. It has the effect
to raise us up to a new level of consciousness. The Holy Spirit unifies us and enlightens us. Yet
how often do I find myself tearing down what the Holy Spirit has built up, how often in my own
self-absorption do I fall into the trap of impatience, anger, and yes even bitterness, all of which
seek to tear down what was built in the Holy Spirit. So then let my impatience turn to patience, let
my anger turn to love. Let my wisdom come from the Holy Spirit, and let me always walk in the
path and guidance of the Holy Spirit as did Elizabeth and Zechariah.

Let our faith be strong in the Lord. Let not our tongues or any of our senses or actions offend



the Lord, and invite the Heavenly King Comforter, the Spirit of Truth to dwell within us always.

CARMEN EDWARDS OBITUARY

Beloved wife, mother, grandmother, aunt, and daughter, Carmen Angelika (Cassatt)
Edwards journeyed to be with our Lord on June 20, 2022 after losing a valiant fight
against glioblastoma brain cancer.

She was born in Mannheim, Germany on October 28, 1954, the daughter of SFC Ralph
R. Cassatt, U.S. Army, and Anneliese Therese (Steinlein) Cassatt. Due to her father's
military career with back-to-back tours in Europe, her early childhood was spent in
Germany where she became very close to her grandmother, Emilie Steinlein, and enjoyed
time on the family's country farm.

She attended preschool and kindergarten in the local German community and grew up
speaking both English and German. At age 6, she came to the United States for the first
time and became immersed in American culture, a big change from the German farm she
spent so much time on. But she would return to Germany over the years due to her
father's multiple Germany assignments, and graduated valedictorian in 1972 from
Kaiserslautern American High School, part of the Department of Defense Overseas
Schools network in Kaiserslautern, Germany.

She attended and graduated from The Pennsylvania State University, earning a Bachelor
of Science degree in Pre-Med at the main campus in State College, Pennsylvania in 1976.
She married her college sweetheart, Leonard R. Edwards, Jr., in May 1976 in El Paso,
Texas where her parents had retired. She then spent the next several years working as a
German and French translator for a family-owned stringed instrument replacement
company in Ann Arbor, Michigan with global customers.

In 1979, when Leonard joined the United States Air Force, she then spent the next



twenty-eight years supporting his career and raising their two sons as the family traveled
across the United States and Germany for various military assignments. The family spent
eight years in Germany, where she worked as a teacher's aide in the American schools in
Geilenkirchen and Landstuhl, Germany, where she could be close to the boys. She also
enjoyed traveling and did many trips with her friends to most of the countries in western
Europe.

When the family returned to the United States in 1992 with an assignment to
Albuquerque, New Mexico, she continued to be the chief homemaker and caretaker of
her sons. Then in 1994, she realized that as high school teenagers, the boys no longer
needed so much caretaking, so she chose to pursue further study. She decided she didn't
want to pursue training to become a doctor because of the time it would take, but she did
want to have something to do in the medical field. She attended, and graduated from, the
University of New Mexico School of Medicine Allied Health Sciences with a
certification as a Diagnostic Medical Sonographer in 1995. As the family continued to
move within the United States, she worked as an Ultrasonographer for the next twenty-
six years in New Mexico, Oklahoma, Virginia, and Colorado. She retired in 2021 from
Penrad Imaging in Colorado Springs, Colorado and was ready to travel when the
COVID-19 pandemic shut down most of the world, and the brain cancer diagnosis
changed the future.

She was preceded in death by her father, Ralph Cassatt.

She is survived by her husband of forty-six years, Leonard; sons, Christopher (Ruth
Ewell) Edwards of Lafayette, Colorado, Matthew (Lisa Cifrulak) Edwards of
Williamsburg, Virginia; mother, Anneliese Cassatt of El Paso, Texas; sister, Connie
Cassatt of El Paso, Texas; and grandson, Benjamin of Lafayette, Colorado.
