                                                To be a Saint – Peter’s Reconciliation 
 
     Last year I wrote a series of letters related to the Gospel of John, concerning the seven 
“Signs” Jesus performed during His life on earth.  As John himself recounts in Chapter 
20 of his Gospel, Jesus did many other signs, and John writes of a further miracle in 
Chapter 21, after the Resurrection.  It takes place along the shores of the Sea of 
Galilee.  It is significant to speak of now, as we are in the time of remembrance of Jesus’ 
40-day period between the Resurrection and the Ascension.  There is a side story around 
this miracle, which will be the focus of this letter.  It concerns the reconciliation of Peter 
with Christ.  In that reconciliation, there is wisdom for us today. 
     Prelude - Prior to this miracle, Jesus had already made Himself known to His 
disciples.  And yes, even Thomas could no longer doubt.  But note; even though the 
disciples celebrated the risen Lord, nothing else happened.  Even after Jesus had entered 
the locked room and gave His disciples clear direction; “Peace be with you.  As the 
Father has sent me, even so I send you.  And when he had said this, He breathed on 
them, “Receive the Holy Spirit.  If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven, if you 
retain the sins of any, they are retained.”  John 20:21-23. 
     Still, there was no spreading of the Gospel.  There was no evangelization.   In fact, in 
Chapter 21, we find Peter, Thomas, Nathanial, John and a few other of the disciples once 
again along the sea of Galilee, fishing!  Well, they were fishermen by trade, and did have 
to support themselves and their families, and in complex times when you need time to 
focus, doing what you know how to do is a therapy. But let’s take a step back and 
consider the situation from Peter’s perspective.  Of course, Peter was still much 
burdened by his denial of his master three times during the passion.   Peter felt that 
when Christ needed him most, he had let him down. But Peter was not a quitter.  Unlike 
Judas, who betrayed Christ, and then committed suicide, Peter was determined not to 
fail his master again.  When Mary Magdalen reported Christ’s tomb empty, Peter ran 
with John to the tomb to inspect it.  Although John had arrived first, it was Peter who 
first entered the tomb to find it empty.   Later the same day, it was Mary Magdalen that 
Jesus first appeared to, not Peter.  In the locked room Jesus seemingly ignores Peter, 
while speaking to the whole group gathered there.  How much Peter must have wanted to 
speak privately to Jesus to ask forgiveness, but the time had not yet come. 
 
The Miracle.   Having touched upon what was going through Peter’s mind, let us return 
to the Sea of Galilee, where our fishermen had been up all through the night and were 
coming back, having caught nothing.  There was a figure on the shore, who directed them 
to cast their net on the right side of the boat.  With that cast, they caught so many fish 
(153) they could not haul the net in.  When Jesus was pointed out to Peter by John as the 
man standing on the shore, Peter, who had taken off his linen shirt and tunic so as to 
better do his work on the boat, quickly dressed, jumped off the boat into the sea and 

swam the distance of about 100-yards to the shore, while the others returned to shore on 
the boat with the catch.  Swimming that distance with your clothes on, is not in the least 
bit easy.   The extra weight and drag of the clothes through the water made every stroke 
difficult.  This did not hinder Peter, whose only goal was to reach out for his Master the 
best way he could, regardless of the danger.  What must have been going through Christ’s 
mind, seeing this impetuous man, whose life He once saved from drowning in the storm 
during the miracle of walking on the water?  Watching Peter thus, struggling to come 
ashore, all the while being pulled down by the weight of his clothes, yet still determined 
to be with Him, Jesus must have been moved with compassion. 
    The Reconciliation:  What must have been Peter’s first words to Jesus on this, their 
first private conversation?  Did Peter confess his denial during the passion?  Did Peter 
ask for forgiveness?  We will never know.  
     And so, after this Miracle of the fish, the disciples and their Master had breakfast.  It 
must have been just like old times.  Afterward Jesus spoke to Peter three times, the same 
number of times Peter had denied Christ. “ 
     “Simon son of John, do you love Me more than these?”  Peter’s reply, “Yes Lord, You 
know I love You.”  “Feed My Lambs.” 
    “Simon, son of John, do you love Me?”   Yes Lord, You know that I love You.”  “Tend 
My sheep.” 
     Simon, son of John, do you love Me?” And for a third time, an aggrieved Peter replied, 
“Lord, You know everything.  You know that I love You.”   “Feed My sheep.” 
     It is here that Peter is reconciled with the Lord and restored.  There hour had not yet 
come, but the Apostles had a leader again. 
 
Jesus saw Peter's weakness and his limitations, yet Jesus also saw his love for Him and 
his determination.  Jesus did not define Peter by his limitations but by his potential. 
 
In turn, Christ does not see us and define us by our shortcomings and faults.  Jesus sees 
us the same way He saw Peter.  He sees us by what we can be, our possibilities and 
potential, and not our limitations.  
 
Be like Peter.  Go to Jesus.  Come to Him the most direct way you can.  Even though you 
may be weighed down by your sins, and every step difficult.  Even though there may be 
obstacles in your path, do not let that be a hindrance to you.  Jesus sees our struggles, 
just as he saw Peter desperately swimming ashore to be with his Lord.  He will have 
compassion on you as He did with Peter.   Go, be reconciled with your Lord.

     Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. 

George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became 

the first female rear admiral of the United States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty 

completed her quest to run a marathon on each of the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice? 

To Take Away 

• How would you describe your attitude toward senior adults? 

• Think of two or three seniors you know. What might getting to know them better add to your life?
