                                             Our Daily Bread – Are We Seeking the Devine, or 
Seeking to be Entertained? 
 
“So Dad, I remember your letter about the DJ Priest in France, and watched the 
YouTube video.  It sure didn’t seem very reverent.” 
 
“Your right.  The poor man has placed himself in the role of an entertainer.  I 
wonder now, what will he do for an encore?” 
 
These variations and extremes we see in some of our Roman Rite Catholic Masses 
seem to be steering us into trouble.  Instead of focusing us on God and lifting us 
toward the Kingdom of Heaven, they are distracting us, and seeking to entertain 
us. 
 
I started hearing about “Polka Masses” from the polka station I listen to.   I love a 
good polka.  Some of my happiest memories were going to a large polka hall up 
north.  Great family entertainment; but a Polka Mass?  Apparently, Polka Masses 
started way back in the 1970s by a couple of Roman Catholic Priests who were 
also polka musicians.  As the name indicates, polka music is incorporated in the 
mass, replacing traditional hymns and using old time favorite polka music with 
spiritual lyrics.  Honestly, I could not tell you much more because I have not 
attended one, nor am I likely to.  Writing this, I do not think polka masses are 
necessarily bad, no different than the guitar masses that became popular about 
the same time period.  Some folks might find them uplifting, but at its very core, 
it’s entertainment.  I’ll take my dose of Whoopi John straight from the radio, 
thank you very much.   
 
There seems to be various types of “hybrid” Roman Rite Masses.  Clown Mass, 
which I’ve also heard called a Circus Mass, where clergy and congregation dress 
up as clowns or performers.  Then there is the video of a mass where someone 
dressed up as a native shaman, and blessed the four winds with an eagle 
feather.  By the way, that’s paganism…  I also saw video of a Priest that text 
messages during the mass to certain individuals in the congregation.  When he 
happens to read a witty response, he will break from the mass to read it to the 
rest of the congregation.  He’s the same guy that takes a guitar for the final 
blessing, and holds it by the neck high above his head to make a sign of the 
cross.  Then there are the dancing priests who after the Mass join their altar 
servers and dance down the aisle out of church. 

 
Where will it all lead?  Hard to say.  I think these instances I mention above to be 
isolated.  For the main I would say that the Mass in the Latin Rite is conducted 
with appropriate reverence, and the clergy works hard to be good 
shepherds.  That said, the latitude seemingly given in the Roman Rite lends itself 
to personal creativity and gimmickry.   
 
This brings me to the point of the letter.  The development of the traditional 
Roman Rite Mass was inspired by the Holy Spirit and based on the guidance of 
Jesus Christ.  It is of the Devine.   What is the source of inspiration for these 
gimmick masses? 
 
 In the East they refer to their “Mass” as the Devine Liturgy.  Everything within 
the Eastern Divine Liturgy is focused on bringing us to God through Jesus 
Christ.  From my experience, it is done with respect.  It is done with utmost 
reverence, and yes, it is done joyfully.  Elements within the Liturgy are balanced 
and appropriate.  Nothing seeks to distract from the sacrifice taking place on the 
altar.  
 
The hybrid masses I spoke of above are nothing more than gimmicks, something 
to get attention.  The focus is more on the spectacle presented, not the sacrifice of 
Jesus Christ; not the Devine.  How else could anyone describe the provocative 
actions of the French “DJ” Priest during the consecration of the Mass?  The clergy 
and the laity who assume “roles” in these gimmick masses make themselves into 
performers seeking attention, maybe even seeking applause.  But like all 
gimmicks it will eventually become passe’ and fade away.  What will replace 
it?  For make no mistake, once we are on this road of illusion and gimmickry 
there will always come something else seeking to amaze us, to entertain us.  
 
Let’s finish.  Remember the words the priest uses in the Roman Rite on Ash 
Wednesday when we are crossed with ashes.  “Remember man that you are dust, 
and to dust you shall return.”  All man-made contrivances, and all of man’s 
gimmicks, will eventually wither away and die, just as all things mortal must 
perish.  But the Devine is eternal.  The Devine will not become obsolete.  The 
Devine will never perish, for at its center is God.  The Devine Liturgy and Holy 
Mass that were inspired by the Holy Spirit should be just that; faithful to 
tradition, bringing us to God through the sacrifice of Jesus Christ.

Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam 

the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became the first female rear admiral of the United 

States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty completed her quest to run a marathon on each of 

the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice? 

To Take Away 

• How would you describe your attitude toward senior adults? 

• Think of two or three seniors you know. What might getting to know them better add to your life?
