To be a Saint - More Catholic Christmas Season Traditions

In my last letter I covered only two of the traditions; that of Advent and the Advent
wreath. I'll try to pick up the pace in this letter as Christmas Eve is upon us already.
Advent Calendars - Early versions of this tradition started in Germany in 1903,
and offered a way for children to count down to Christmas by opening one “door” or

“window” a day to reveal a Bible passage, poem or small gift. The calendars were
popular at the beginning of the 20%" Century, but have gone out of style over the last
100 years. This would be a great project for a children’s Sunday catechism class.

Saint Nicholas - As you know, Saint Nickolas was a real person, and patron saint
of the Byzantine Catholic Church. During his life, he was known for helping those in
need. His generosity turned into a legend that eventually developed into the modern
stories and depictions of Santa Claus. St. Nicholas Day, on December 6th, is a
beloved landmark during advent. Many parishes will have a visitation from Saint
Nickolas, who will hand out gold coin chocolate treats, and talk to the children.

The Jessi Tree - Jesse Trees are a great way to connect children with the stories
and traditions during the season. A tree is created out of paper and then it is
decorated with symbols that represent stories featuring the life and lineage of
Christ. During each day of the season, you can pick a story from the tree to read
and discuss. The trees themselves can vary depending on who is making them. This
would be another good idea for Sunday catechism classes.

Saint Lucy Cakes - Saint Lucy is a widely celebrated Catholic saint and martyr
whose feast falls on the 13th of December. A key part of this feast includes the
making of St. Lucy Cakes, also known as Lussekake, which are sweet buns seasoned
with saffron.

The Christmas Wreath - Wreaths have been around since classical times, but the
evergreen Christmas wreath, often adorned with boughs of holly, eventually took on
Christian meaning, with the circular shape representing eternal life, and the holly
leaves and berries symbolic of Christ’s crown of thorns and blood.

The Christmas Tree - This tradition, like several others, originated in
Germany. Traditionally, Catholics and most other Christians did not put up their
Christmas trees until afternoon on Christmas Eve. The same was true of all
Christmas decorations. The purpose of waiting was to help build anticipation for the
immediate arrival of Christ, all of which led to the celebration of Midnight Mass on
Christmas Eve. This was the tradition when I was a child and I still have very vivid
memories of it.

Nativity Scene - I have read that the first person to put together a manger
display was St. Francis of Assisi. In Catholic tradition, you set up the manger
and nativity set early, but leave it empty, except for the animals, until Christmas
Eve. On Christmas Eve, families can come together to add the shepherds, angels,
Mary and Joseph. Some add Christ at this point as well, while others wait and add
him to the Nativity scene overnight to surprise children when they wake up and view

the Nativity on Christmas morning.

Holy Supper - As you know from my last letter, many Eastern Catholics fast from
meat and dairy for the forty days leading up to Christmas. This includes Christmas
Eve, when a very special meal is prepared, called a Holy Supper in English. This
meal has 12 meatless dishes, symbolizing the apostles. Some traditions prepare 13
dishes, with the extra dish representing Christ. The meal itself does not begin until
someone spots the first star of the evening. This star represents the star that led
the magi to Jesus. Feast of the Epiphany - Epiphany is an older celebration than
even Christmas, having originated in the East in the late second century. Some
scholars have traced it back to Apostolic times. In the Western Church, the Feast of
the Epiphany (12% Night) celebrates Jesus’ first appearance to the gentiles,
represented by the Magi. In the Eastern Church, the feast is the commemoration of
the baptism of Christ, where the Father and the Holy Spirit gave combined testimony
to Jesus’ identity as the Son of God. Depending on your church, you might celebrate
Epiphany in a variety of ways such as having your home blessed, making a “Three
Kings Cake”, attending church services along with the blessing of water to be used
as Holy Water during the year.

There are so many more traditions, but that’s all I have room for in this
letter. Which ones are best? That's easy. Those that you and your family use are
the best, for those are the ones that will bring Christ closer to you and bring your
family many years of happy memories.

Nothing but a Number

Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam
the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became the first female rear admiral of the United
States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty completed her quest to run a marathon on each of
the seven continents when she was 84.

If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things.

That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God
had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside
for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to worR,

Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age
most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect.
What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
