                              Our Daily Bread – By the Dim Glow of the Radio 
 
As a young boy, I remember one of Dad’s favorite past times was taking his little transistor radio, 
and methodically tuning it up and down the dial searching for distant AM radio stations.  It was 
a Panasonic Radio I believe.  Whatever it was, there must have been a large ferrite rod in it 
because it brought in faraway stations easily, especially at night when the ionosphere was 
right.  Dad would tune in New York, Chicago, Atlanta, Montreal, and so many more.  His 
favorites where WSM in Nashville, where he would listen to the Grand Ole Opry, and then there 
was WHO Des Moines, Iowa.  Back then it was like taking a vacation to a distant town, city or 
country.   
 
DXing is the term for it.  DX being the old telegraph shorthand for Distance.  I use to like to listen 
to the old talk shows.  Before there was El Rushbo, there was El Metzo, out of WHAS 
Louisville.  Yep, Milton Metz was a fixture on the night talk show scene.  I don’t remember that 
politics played as much as a role as it does in today’s talk shows. The topics were mostly local or 
of general interest.  The calls that came in were polite and entertaining.  Then there was Barney 
Arnold to give the farm report and live reports at the various county fairs.    
 
Being at sea for so many years, I became familiar with radio operation.  Most of it was VHF FM 
(Very High Frequency) for short distance maritime ship to ship communications, UHF (Ultra high 
Frequency) for most flight operations, and HF (High Frequency) for long distant 
communications.    As the years passed, and technology advanced, all of our sensitive 
communications were done on secure frequencies, and satellite communication became the 
norm.  Still, there were many times, while we were at anchor in some remote place, I could be 
found on the bridge tuning in the GSB 900 HF radio to listen in.  There was a fascination and 
enjoyment hard to describe, also information ranging from conditions on the fishing grounds to 
simple logistic orders.  During deployments over the holidays, we use to have volunteer “Ham” 
radio operators located ashore, connect us to our spouses at home.  Mom never did get use to 
saying “over” at the end of her transmissions.   I’ve operated various types of radios over the 
years but never sat and got my own “Ham” license, preferring to just to search and listen in. 
 
I still like to listen to the radio, and prefer it over TV.   With radio you can work while you 
listen.  Radio lets me engage my imagination far better than watching a TV show or a movie.  I 
have several in the house, the garage and a couple in the barn.  I do have an HF radio up in the 
office.  Most of the rest are either like the kind dad used, or those designed to pick up streaming 
services on the internet.   I’ve gotten where I prefer the internet channels because I can receive 
stations from around the world quickly, and in all sorts of weather.   Still there are times when it 
is satisfying to search through the AM radio frequencies late at night and see what I can bring 

 

 

in.  It’s hard though to find the old hometown AM stations anymore.  You know, the one that 
focusses primarily on the community and surrounding area.       
 
“So Dad, where is this all leading?”  Well, that’s a good question.   I think there is a basic human 
instinct to reach out, to be with our own.  Is that not what God created Eve for?  It was so Adam 
would have companionship of his own kind.    We seek this companionship, and at the same 
time we are looking for things.  We are looking for answers, solutions to our problems, 
information, sympathy, or just to be entertained.  Some are looking for company or 
companionship.  Many want to hear what other people think.  Some seek affirmation, 
agreement with their own opinions, or emotional support. 
 
We do not like isolation.  That is why isolation in prison is one of the worst forms of 
punishments.  We are social creatures after all.  Even the hermits I use to check up on in Alaska 
had a short-wave radio; a means to stay in touch with the outside world.  They were always 
hungry for news, and when they could not get it from the occasional visitor, they would huddle 
around the short wave at night when they could get a signal. 
 
 It’s not good to cut yourself off from others for long.  Those that do risk losing touch at some 
level with part of their humanity.  I’ve seen that happen occasionally over the years, mostly in 
the form of young military personnel away from home for the first time, or struggling with 
relationships back in the States.   It becomes especially dangerous around the holidays.  
 
I guess that is where I’m going with these ramblings.  As Christmas approaches don’t find 
yourself isolated from others.  Reach out, stay connected and involved.   What’s more try to do 
your part to keep others connected, and open the door for them to get involved if they 
wish.   Make them feel included and part of the grand play.  Remember the lesson from the 
radio, and don’t underestimate the comforting power of your voice in keeping others 
connected.

Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam 

the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became the first female rear admiral of the United 

States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty completed her quest to run a marathon on each of 

the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice? 

To Take Away 

• How would you describe your attitude toward senior adults? 

• Think of two or three seniors you know. What might getting to know them better add to your life?
