                                      To Be a Saint - Developing Altruism in Your Life. 
 
Over the past few years I’ve written on Socialism, Communism, Satanism and a few 
others.  Frankly, for me, it becomes a bit depressing to see the hold these philosophies 
and beliefs have on people, and the infectious grip they have on society.  In this letter we 
will look at another “ism”, but this one is different.  It brings out the best in us, and 
reflects the goodness of God.  This week we will look at altruism. 
 
Altruism is an unselfish desire to help others, even at some cost to yourself, and expect 
nothing in return.  The practice of altruism goes back to the origins of mankind.  It was 
probably developed in the social structure of the family, yet the term itself is relatively 
new.  It was coined by the 19th century philosopher Auguste Comte, who became the 
modern father of Sociology.  Think of altruism as the opposite of egotism. 
 
In altruism we see the teaching of Christ, “Love your neighbor as yourself”.  We see 
altruism reflected in His parables; the story of the Good Samaritan comes to mind.   We 
see altruism in His passion and death on the cross, when He makes the ultimate sacrifice 
for our sins and the sins of mankind.    
 
Altruism is practiced openly within a loving family.  Even from the time we were carried 
in the womb, our mothers nourished and sustained us.  Together, our parents constantly 
sacrificed to provide for us, to comfort and protect us from a hostile world, until we were 
able to provide for ourself.  We in turn, upon coming of age, take care of our own 
children as well as extend our help back to our aged parents.  This is an important 
paragraph, for the cradle of altruistic behavior is the family.  If the family unit is 
rendered obsolete by modern society, the cradle will fall…. Think now, abortion, divorce, 
non-traditional marriage, euthanasia of the elderly; the cradle rocks dangerously and the 
bough weakens.   But let’s continue. 
 
In no other creature of God will you find a more developed and refined sense of altruism 
then mankind.  It is the force which causes us to rush into a burning building to rescue a 
complete stranger.  It is the power that animates us to stop and help a stranded 
motorist.  It is the sense that moves us to intervene and provide food, clothing and 
shelter to those without.    
 
To recognize true altruism, you must understand the traits.  True altruism does not seek 
recognition.    The best charity is that which is done anonymously.  Altruism renders 

service quietly, privately, without drawing undue attention.  If singled out for 
recognition, an altruist will simply say they only did what needed to be done. 
 
Altruism does not seek repayment.  For an altruist the deed itself is payment, in terms of 
satisfaction for having done what is right and noble.  Tell me the feeling you have when 
you volunteer in a soup kitchen, or donate blood, or assist an elderly person who is 
lost.  It is uplifting.   For an altruist it is knowing that you are living according to God’s 
plan.  You are bearing fruit on the vine which is Christ.   In its essence true altruism is a 
Godly trait.  In altruism we walk in a manner worthy of the Lord. 
 
Altruism is a powerful force.  We are naturally drawn to those organizations that practice 
it.  These organizations tend to bring out the best in us, and reinforces altruistic instincts 
within us.  Military organizations have developed a strong code of battlefield ethics that 
encourages their members to care for one another, and make sacrifice to ensure no one is 
left behind on the battlefield.  Similarly, sports teams, charitable organizations and other 
groups recognize the power of altruism and seek to capture it within their group. 
 
Man is incapable of pure altruism, for within our heart is a competition for self-interest 
and self-preservation.  We are prideful and self-seeking.  Altruism provides a 
counterbalance to these tendencies.   It is a redeeming trait that counteracts our flaws 
and weaknesses.  Indeed, in my opinion it is the stronger, for altruism is grounded in 
love. 
 
But why do I bother to tell you this?  
 
Like the importance of understanding what is evil, and that which we should avoid, it is 
equally important to understand that which is good and sustaining.  Just as recognizing 
the inherent error of Communism is important, so as not to be deceived by those who 
would foster it upon us, recognizing the uplifting gift of altruism becomes a way to 
develop the trait and strengthen it within ourselves and our families.

Nothing but a Number 

     Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. 

George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became 

the first female rear admiral of the United States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty 

completed her quest to run a marathon on each of the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice? 

To Take Away 

• How would you describe your attitude toward senior adults? 

• Think of two or three seniors you know. What might getting to know them better add to your life?
