To Be a Saint - The Dash
George Washington, 22 February 1732 — 14 December, 1799
Sir Isaac Newton, 25 December 1642 — 20 March 1726

Florence Nightingale, 12 May 1820 — 13 Aug 1910

Look at the names above and tell me what they have in common? Besides being
famous personages in history, what do they have in common? It has to do with
their date of birth and their date of death. Well, I guess the title of the letter kind
of gives it away. That’s right. It’s the dash. No, I'm not trying to be funny. Just
the opposite. That dash, so insignificant, so often overlooked, is the sum total of
that individual’s life.

A few years back there was a poem written by Linda Ellis called “The Dash”. A
beautiful piece that follows the story of a man speaking at a friend’s funeral. I

recommend reading it. Don’t worry, its short, poignant and the subject of this
week’s letter.

How often have we’ve seen those dates in biographies, memorials and on
tombstones. For the famous and infamous, the dash will be somewhat clarified
for us in the history books. For all the rest, well, we have those two dates and
nothing else.

We may be somewhat familiar with our parent’s life and maybe our family
members and close associates, but even our knowledge there is limited. For

everyone else, the dash is an enigma, traveled between those two great eternities
of birth and death.

The dash contains all we are, all we have accomplished in life. Our hopes, dreams
and ambitions are caught up in that. Our successes and our failures, our loves
and our hatreds, our pettiness and our charity toward others. The dash contains
the secrets that we would never divulge to a soul. It contains the fears and
struggles we faced, overcoming some, learning to live with others. The dash
defines our loneliness, and doubts, as well as the joys and accomplishments.

We do not even fully understand and remember our own dash, as our mind
cannot contain it all. Over the course of a lifetime our past becomes faded
memories. Time heals all wounds as they say, and this is one of the great gifts
from God. Emotional pain lessons in intensity as time passes. Remember your
first love? Or maybe that great loss you experienced? Sadness, and
disappointment gradually subsides and we carry on living in the present and not
dwelling on the past. The way God intends us to live, in the present, not the past.

The one being that does understand the dash in its fullness and entirety is
Almighty God, and within that His Son Jesus Christ. God understands the dash
perfectly and everything contained therein. From the time of conception to the
final judgement, God watches, God understands. Be thankful.

Be thankful, for we have a merciful Lord who has allowed us free will to live our
live as we choose, making mistakes along the way and allowing us to recover from
them. Be thankful that we have been given the intellect to learn from our
mistakes and move on. God does not cast judgement on us based on part of the
dash, as some of us might be tempted to do. Casting judgement thus would be
like evaluating the beauty and artistry of Michelangelo’s Pieta’, based on viewing
the rough base pedestal the Virgin is seated upon and nothing else.

God sees us in our entirety. Past and present, what we were yesterday, what we
are today, as well as our potential for tomorrow. It is up to us to choose. For
those reading this letter, your dash is still being formed. Know also that God does
not merely watch us; He stands ready to help us. Ready to give the grace and
direction we need in life. Go then to God. Ask for help and listen. God will not
forsake you. No matter what your dash looks like today, God will provide.

So, tell me now, how will you complete your dash?

Nothing but a Number

Japanese mountain climber Yuichiro Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70.
George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became
the first female rear admiral of the United States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty
completed her quest to run a marathon on each of the seven continents when she was 84.

If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things.

That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God
had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to worR,

Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age
most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect.
What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
