                               Our Daily Bread – Why We Need Saint Paul 
 
     He was a special man, who came to the church at a special time, to open the 
teachings of Christ to all mankind.  Saint Paul has been called the Apostles to 
the Gentiles, and for good reason. He was instrumental in developing the early 
church and its theology.  He defined the early Christian Church as the natural 
successor of the Jewish faith, and in the process opened the way 
of God’s salvation to all of humanity.  
     He traveled thousands of miles, established seven churches, and wrote 13 
books, in the form of letters that are contained in the Bible.  His letters were 
primarily instructions to the churches he had established, specific to their 
needs, but containing much of the teaching the church still uses today, 
including defining the relationship between God the Father, Son and Holy 
Spirit, defining the marks of a true Christian, and the need for unity in the 
church.  
     He was not of the original twelve.  In fact, Paul, then called Saul, was a 
pharisee, the son of a pharisee, Acts 23-6.  He was trained as a Jewish scholar 
by Gamaliel in Jerusalem, and at first persecuted the Church, seeing it as a 
threat to his Jewish faith.  He was present at the stoning of Saint Steven, and 
intended to go to Damascus to continue the persecution of Christians there.  It 
was upon that road to Damascus when he finally came to know Jesus Christ, 
not in his humanity, but in His Heavenly Glory.  He came to know and 
understand Jesus in an intimate, profound manner.  Even the Apostles had 
trouble accepting the change in Saint Paul, but accept they did, led on no doubt 
by the Holy Spirit.  In their acceptance, the early church gained its clarion, who 
would take the teaching of Christ to the world. 
     Today we normally wait to “hear” about Saint Paul from the pulpit on 
Sunday, with maybe a sermon thrown in.  If that is the extent of our 
experience with Saint Paul, it is like running the race based solely on the 
instruction of our coach, without ever stepping onto the track to practice.  We 
have available to us Saint Paul’s own words and philosophy, yet how often do 
we ever read and study them, more importantly put them into practice? 
     The church has faced heresies throughout its history.   Up until modern 
times, I would say the biggest heresy was Arianism.  What we face today is the 
Heresy of Modernism, which was described by Pope Saint Pius X, as the 
“synthesis of all heresies.”   This Modernism seeks to embrace worldly moral 
values.  Within it we find sentiment that all religions are equal, religion is not 
about dogma but sentimentality, and that church doctrine evolves, with 
definitions being changed to fit evolving morals values and human desire.  
     Why is Saint Paul so important at this particular time?  So, let Saint Paul 
tell us in his own words.   

     On recognizing false teachers… “See to it that no one takes you captive by 
philosophy and empty deceit, according to human tradition, according to the 
elemental spirits of the world, and not according to Christ.” Col 2:8 
     And what I am doing I will continue to do, in order to undermine the claim of 
those who would like to claim that in their boasted mission they work on the 
same terms as we do.  For such men are false apostles, deceitful 
workmen, disguising themselves as apostles of Christ. And no wonder, for even 
Satan disguises himself as an angel of light.  So it is no surprise if his servants, 
also, disguise themselves as servants of righteousness. Their end will correspond 
to their deeds. “ 2 Cor. 11: 12-15 
     Lets move to another topic relevant to today. In his letter to the Romans, 
Paul spoke of a problem of that time, which has analogies to these times… 
     Therefore God gave them up in the lusts of their hearts to impurity, to the 
degrading of their bodies among themselves, because they exchanged the truth 
about God for a lie and worshiped and served the creature rather than the 
Creator, who is blessed forever! Amen.  For this reason, God gave them up to 
degrading passions. Their women exchanged natural intercourse for 
unnatural, and in the same way also the men, giving up natural intercourse with 
women, were consumed with passion for one another. Men committed shameless 
acts with men and received in their own persons the due penalty for their error.” 
Rm, 1 24-27 I could go on, but you get my point. 
     God calls on us to use our skills to learn, understand and live by.   In His 
ministers (clergy), He has given us great guidance to help and guide us along 
the way, but it is not their responsibility to do it alone.  We must take an active 
role.  Our faith and salvation is ultimately up to us.  And in this we need all the 
grace and guidance available.   Therefore, do not squander the teachings of 
Jesus Christ, or those of His Apostles, Evangelists and Church Fathers.  Also 
have in your household the Catechism of the Catholic Church.  Be familiar with 
it so as not to be led astray.   I recommend to you the writings of Saint Paul in 
particular, for I believe his message has significance for us today.  Understand 
these teachings well, for in the not-too-distant future, it is possible that their 
guidance may be twisted to support the Modernist Heresy.  Make use of the 
knowledge in your life and for the well-being of your family.

Nothing but a Number 

Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam 

the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became the first female rear admiral of the United 

States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty completed her quest to run a marathon on each of 

the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice? 

To Take Away

• Think of two or three seniors you know. What might getting to know them better add to your life?
