                               To Be a Saint -  Even the Demons Believe in God! 
 
Let’s get our bibles out. 
You believe in one God.  Good!  Even the demons believe that ---- and 
shutter.  Jm. 2:19 
     The Apostle James makes an interesting observation here.  We believe in one 
God, so we state in our profession of faith, but so do the demons.   Our profession 
of faith goes on to list other beliefs.  I am certain these beliefs are shared by the 
demons also.  We come by our believes through faith in the teachings of Christ, 
and the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.    The demons come by them through 
firsthand knowledge.    
     The church teaches us that demons are fallen angels, purely spiritual and 
immortal.  They have intelligence and will power that surpasses ours 
(CCC330).  Satan is their chief.  But why do such powerful creatures 
shutter?  Because they know that they are in rebellion to God and condemned for 
all of eternity.  Do not feel sorry for them for they do this by their own 
hand.  Their attempt to corrupt and bring about the downfall of man has also 
failed through the sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the cross.  So, in addition to the 
demon’s shudder, there is also a tremble, a tremble brought about by the rage 
and hatred they have for us and our redemption through Christ.    
     But let’s return to James.  In pointing out that even demons believe in God, 
James implies that one who has faith but isn’t showing it by his works, is in a 
practical sense doing nothing more than the demons.  In James’ perspective, 
“faith by itself, if it has no works, is dead.” Jm. 2:17.   This type of faith is kept 
hidden under a basket, and is unproductive.  This faith does not seek to deliver 
others from need and want, it does not encourage others to holiness.  For Jesus 
taught us, “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good 
works and give glory to your Father Who is in Heaven.” Mt 5:16  
     “Therefore, encourage one another and build one another up, just as you also 
are doing.”  1Thes.5:11 
     I quote Saint Paul here for a reason.  To much emphasis has been placed on a 
supposed contradiction between the writings of Saint Paul and those of Saint 
James.  The issue of being saved by faith alone attributed to Saint Paul, as 
opposed to faith and good works as attributed to the advocates of Saint 
James.  The issue was so controversial it became a flash point in the Protestant 
Reformation in the 1500s, and has wasted time at many a bible study.  For those 
who point to Ephesians 2:8-9, read verse 9 carefully.  Then I ask you to read the 
very next verse, Eph. 2:10.  We are created in Christ Jesus for good works, but not 
the boastful sort of works referred to in verse 9.  I could point out any number of 

Saint Paul’s writings, but rather look at the life of Saint Paul.  Here is one man 
whose ministry is based on good works.  Better yet, look at the gospels, and 
imitate Christ.  He healed the sick and the lame, fed those who were hungry, 
showed mercy to those who were in sin and acted out of love, compassion and 
forgiveness throughout His life, even unto His death.   As Saint Paul tells us, “Be 
imitators of me, just as I also am of Christ." 1 Cor 11.1.  Hmm, there is that Saint 
Paul again, encouraging others to do good works.     
     So, do we seek to be justified in God by association only?  A Christian life 
requires more.  A Christian life requires action.   Consider the story of the Good 
Samaritan in Luke 10: 25-37.  The first two that passed the injured man were a 
priest and a Levite.  They certainly believed in God.  They may have even 
shuttered upon the thought of an all-powerful God, but that was the extent of 
their faith.  It was the Good Samaritan, who stopped and rendered aid to the poor 
traveler.  It was the Good Samaritan who bore fruit on the vine.  Jesus finished 
the parable of the Good Samaritan by saying “Go and do likewise”. 
     The fruit of our faith, such as that from the actions of the Good Samaritan, is 
what distinguishes us from demons.  Consider the story of the true vine in the 
gospel of John, Chapter 15:1-11.  The symbolism here is very strong.  We are 
branches on the vine which is Christ.  A branch is expected to bear fruit.  For 
those branches that do, God, the vine dresser, will prune so that those branches 
bear even more fruit.   For those branches of the vine that bear no fruit, the vine 
dresser will cut away from the vine to wither and be thrown onto the fire to 
burn.   To my mind much like the demons, who are withered in their very being, 
and thrown onto the fire for all eternity. 
     Are we that much like the demons in our faith?  In today’s world, the faith of 
many has cooled.  We go through the motions of our faith, but it is without 
passion and conviction. In direct relationship to the cooling of our faith we 
become barren of good works and Christian action.  Our branch may not bear 
much fruit.   But we are not demons, we have no need to shutter!  We have a 
choice.   We start by taking up our cross and imitate Jesus Christ.  When we fall, 
we get back up and continue, as Jesus did.  The Holy Spirit will guide us, and we 
will bear much fruit.

Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam 

the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became the first female rear admiral of the United 

States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty completed her quest to run a marathon on each of 

the seven continents when she was 84. 

     If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things. 

     That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God 

had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside 

for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to work. 

     Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age 

most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect. 

What’s the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle 

with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however, 

would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich, 

God-given resource. 

     In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-

experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua 

reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and knowledge. 

     Think of the older adults you know. How does God want to use them in your life? What 

experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might keep you from 

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for 

their advice? 

To Take Away 

• How would you describe your attitude toward senior adults? 

• Think of two or three seniors you know. What might getting to know them better add to your life?
