To be a Saint — Prayer, Part 12, Our Expectations in Prayer, and How Prayer
Changes Us

“The more we let God take us over, the more truly ourselves we become — because He
made us. He invented us.” C.S. Lewis

What are our expectations when we pray? Listen closely to the fervent prayers of
Jesus in the Garden of Getsemani. When Jesus prayed in the garden, He started by
acknowledging the Father, and then asked the Father to let Him escape His fate, asking
for the cup to be taken from Him. In this, Jesus asked for His own will to be done. In
this we see Jesus’ humanity. Consider now, how many times have we done the
same? Yet Jesus’ prayer continues, He makes it known, that in the end, He would set
aside His own wishes and desires to follow God’s Will.

God did answer Jesus’ prayer. He did so by strengthening Him for what was to
come. “And there appeared to Him an Angel from Heaven strengthening Him.” Lk.
22:43. Iwould suspect that Jesus had this help throughout His ordeal, for He knew
His Father was with Him throughout, and loved Him so.

In the end, the prayer of Jesus did not result in His escape from the crucifixion as
He had wanted, but he was given the strength to endure it, and thereby complete God’s
Will, and all-important plan for mankind’s salvation.

Occasionally, it may seem like God hasn’t answered our prayers, but look closely,
sometimes God’s answer is just not in the way we expected. God will always answer
our prayers in the best way, and in accordance to His Divine plan.

Consider how we pray. So often we pray with a preconceived notion of the outcome
we want. However fervent our prayers are, we pray according to our will, wanting what
we believe is best. Our expectations are thus based on our will, and not God’s. God
hears our prayers and answers them, but in His own time and in His own way, and
most of all according to His Will and His plan. When we approach God in prayer, we
should remember this and set our expectations accordingly.

With our expectations set on God’s Will, there is another aspect to praying I want to
speak to. It has long been said that prayer does not change God, but rather prayer
changes us. Let’s talk about that.

We learn in the very first letter of this series that prayer is a direct way to
communicate with God. In frequent prayer we become closer to God. We learn to
understand God better and begin to see His handiwork in all things. As we get closer to
God we get farther away from worldly values. Through effective prayer, we build an
inner strength. Sin decreases, and temptation, while still there, will be less powerful.

Prayer also changes us as we become more attentive to what God is telling
us. Often, we jumble our lives with clutter and noise such that hearing God’s voice is
simply beyond us. God will not raise His voice to drown out the noise you have put into
your life. You are the one that has to turn down the volume.

But it is more than just listening to what God is telling us, it is about discernment, it
is about action. This touches upon our own free will, and our desire to follow it in all
things. Consider, when we pursue our personal free will to its ultimate end, we end up
becoming slaves to our self-centered interests and perversions. We spiritually
degenerate, becoming pagan in nature. Through prayerful discernment we begin to
understand, as Jesus did, that it is God’s Will we should seek in all things. Then we
have to take actions necessary to accomplish what God is telling us.

Through prayer we also begin to change the way we view the world and those in
it. Not through the clouded prism of self-interest, but through the clear sight and love
which Jesus had. Through prayer we are less likely to hold on to anger and injustice
done to us. We become more likely to forgive and let loose of our anger. The same
holds true for negative thoughts. Let go of them and free yourself to better hear God’s
voice.

But from some I hear, “I want Justice!” Do you want justice, or vengeance? There
is nothing you could do, exacting some type of retribution, that would come back to you
in a positive manner. Let it go. Pray for those who have done you wrong, and seek
God’s forgiveness for them, just as Christ did on the cross. In the end it will be God
who judges, God who rewards and punishes. Read Romans 12:19-21.

Through prayer we seek to unite ourselves with the Will of God, just as Jesus united
Himself to the Will of the Father. It transforms us, and in this transformation, we find
wisdom, we find peace, we find solace.

Circle of Hope Updates....On behalf of our parish, the Men's Club will make it's
first Circle of Hope award Sunday, September 3rd. Housing Partnerships (our neighbors
across the street) will receive the $1000.00 award so that they may continue its
magnificent work in the local area, providing needed home repair and improvements for
low income, elderly and handicapped. So plan to come to the Sunday potluck and
welcome their Executive Director Ms. Brandie Weiler, who will accept the award. This
is a big day for our parish.

So, what makes makes Housing Partnerships so special? Here is just one example
of the work they do. This summer, from 17-23 June, Housing Partnerships partnered
with the Catholic diocese of Richmond to work in Highland Park, a low-income
neighborhood very close to Ascension. Fourteen parishes from across the area
participated. Volunteers included 72 teenagers, 12 volunteer professional contractors
from Housing Partnerships, 20 adult chaperons, college campus ministers and
seminarians. All came together to put in more then 2,777 hours of volunteer work that
week. Housing Partnerships not only coordinated to provide the free contractor
supervision, but supplied the materials need to accomplish work, including repairing
handicap ramps, hand rails and doors, reglazing windows, drywall work, pressure
washing homes, painting trim and so on. That is just one example of the work they
have been doing since 1985! Wow, that is Christian action. The Circle of Hope

grant will help Housing Partnerships continue their important mission.




Nothing but a Number

Miura reached the summit of Mount Everest at age 70. George Brunstad was also 70 when he swam
the English Channel. Naval officer Grace Hopper became the first female rear admiral of the United
States Navy when she was 79. Margaret Haggerty completed her quest to run a marathon on each of
the seven continents when she was 84.

If stories like these teach us anything, it’s that senior adults are capable of amazing things.

That was certainly true of Joshua. Even though he was probably nearing the century mark, God
had a plan for him. Age didn’t matter to God. Rather than telling Joshua to rest, retire or step aside
for a younger replacement, God instructed him to get to worR,

Perhaps we should take a cue from God in our attitude toward older adults. From an early age
most of us were taught to respect our elders. However, too often we confuse politeness for respect.
What's the difference? Politeness might include offering a hand to senior adults when they struggle
with steps or making awkward small talk with aging relatives at family gatherings. Respect, however,
would include realizing that with their years of challenges and experiences these adults are a rich,
God-given resource.

In this age of politically correct labels, perhaps a better name for senior citizens is “ultra-
experienced adults.” God entrusted Joshua with an important duty a quarter century after Joshua
reached retirement age because of his vast military experience and Rnowledge.

Think of the older adults you Rnow. How does God want to use them in your life? What
experiences of theirs might benefit you? What life lessons have they learned that might Reep you from

making a bad decision? And what might you be able to learn from hearing their stories and asking for
their advice?
