                   Our Daily Bread – How We Like a Good Story 
 
     “So, another eclipse is upon us.  Let’s see, there was one on 21 August 
2017, another on the 24th of October 2023 and now there is one tomorrow, 8 
April 2024.” 
     “Yea, they are saying that with this one we could see disruption of cell phone 
services and the power grid, the national guard is being called out, planes could 
fall out of the sky.  What are you going to do Dad.”  
     “Like I always do.  Take care of chores, and if the day is clear and I get 
around to it, get my welding helmet out and take a peek at the eclipse when it 
passes over our area.  I hear it will peak at about 3pm at just over 80%.” 
“That’s all?”   
“That’s about it.”      
“You’re not worried?”   
      “What good would that do.  I’m not going to dig a hole and crawl into 
it.  Every morning, I put myself and our family in God’s hands and ask for the 
grace to live a good day.   At night I thank God for the day and His Blessings 
and Benefits and ask Him to protect us from evil and danger while we sleep.  In 
between I do the best I can.”       “A lot of people are saying there is deep 
meaning behind this eclipse.” 
“Yea, I’ve heard some of the interpretations.  It’s entertaining but nothing 
new.”    
“What do you mean?” 
     “Take a look at ancient cultures and you will find the same.  They are filled 
with legends surrounding solar eclipses involving mythical figures eating the 
Sun.  Others interpret these events as a sign of angry gods.  Norse civilizations 
believed that wolves eat the Sun, people in Vietnam thought that a giant frog 
was consuming the Sun.  In ancient China, it was commonly held that solar 
eclipses occurred when a celestial dragon attacked and devoured the 
Sun.  Incan, Native American, West African, and Egyptian cultures also had 
their own interpretations of eclipses, some of which involved human 
sacrifice.  Mankind loves a good story.  You’ve heard me call them campfire 
stories.  The other thing man likes is an explanation for everything.  If we don’t 
know the reason why things are the way they are, we tend to make it up as we 
go.  The explanation, no matter how bad, farfetched, or wrongheaded, gives us 
comfort.  If it is also entertaining, so much the better.” 
     “George Washington was basically bled to death because it was the practice 
in those days to bleed someone to let out their “ill humors.”  Now-a-days we 
shake our heads at that.  Think though, what will they be saying about our own 

 

 

medical practices 100 years from now.” 
     I did a quick count of solar eclipses so far this century and came up with 
51…   They say there will be 224 in this century. There were 228 in the 
20th century.  Be careful reading too much into the eclipse, or of someone who 
seeks to provide apocalyptic meaning to it.  Look closely and you will find the 
interpretations to be mostly self-serving. 
     Put yourself in God’s hands.  I ascribe to the view from Genesis.  “And God 
made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to 
rule the night: he made the stars also.  And God set them in the firmament of 
the heaven to give light upon the earth, and to rule over the day and over the 
night, and to divide the light from the darkness: and God saw that it was 
good.  Gen 1:16-18. 
     Yes, and God saw that it was good.  He set these heavenly bodies, including 
our own earth, in motion.  A movement that brings about eclipses, the seasons, 
the tides and so many other things.  According to His Plan, He then gave man 
the understanding of how this works and the ability to predict precisely when 
they will occur.  We navigate by the stars.  We can plan sun rise and sunset to 
the second.  We can predict the ebb and flow of the tides, and yes, we can say 
with certainty when the moon will pass over the sun to form an eclipse.  If there 
is other knowledge associated with that, God has not given it to us.  
     The campfire stories will always accompany eclipses and such.  Take them 
for what they are, and nothing more.  God’s plan will be accomplished.  In the 
meantime, rest easy in the fact that God saw that what He had created was 
good, and be content with God’s creation, and His Plan.
