                                                             Our Daily Bread – Something Special 
 
My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord, My Spirit rejoices in God my Savior.  For He has 
looked with favor on His lowly servant. From this day all generations will call me blessed… 
From the Canticle of Mary taken from the 1st Chapter of the Gospel of Luke. 
 
Recently we celebrated the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary.  It is called the Dormition 
(Falling Asleep) in the Eastern Church, which seems appropriate, for death could not have a hold 
on one who is incorrupt.  This feast day is also compared to the nativity since Mary was born into 
Heaven. 
 
The Blessed Virgin Mary is special.  Unique beyond all God’s creatures, she was created to be 
the God-bearer.   According to many theologians, the Virgin Mary was first alluded to in Genesis, 
when the Lord told Satan, “I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your 
offspring and hers; he will strike your head, and you will strike his heel.” Gen 3:15.  The woman 
mentioned was Mary and her offspring was Jesus Christ.  Here in the first book of the Bible, we 
hear the words that creates an expectation of a redeemer, foretells victory over sin, and even lays 
out the parameters by which it will be accomplished.  Is it any wonder that Satan, in his pride, 
hates the Virgin Mother and is afraid of her? 
 
Mary was born immaculate, without the stain of original sin, as was Eve. Unlike Eve, Mary 
remained pure, sinless, and thus became worthy to become the ark for the word of God incarnate, 
Jesus Christ.  It was the only way.  Isaiah prophesied it, “Therefore the Lord Himself will give 
you a sign: Behold, the virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and she will name Him 
Immanuel.” Is. 7:14.  
 
Hail Full of Grace - According to tradition she served in the Temple of Jerusalem as a young girl, 
and then, after this service was betrothed to a humble carpenter, Joseph, of the line of David, in 
accordance with scripture.  It was the Arc-Angel Gabriel who announced the coming of the Holy 
Spirit, and Mary conceived Christ our King.  In her response. “Let it be done to me according to 
thy word.”, we find a strength and determination to accomplish the Will of God that was lacking 
in Eve.  Salvation was at hand. 
 
Although we only catch a glimpse of her in the Gospels, mainly Luke’s, Mary was our Lord’s 
first and most ardent disciple.  There was a bond between her and Jesus that was unshakable.  A 
bond formed at conception, and developed through the early “hidden” years, as Jesus grew to 
manhood.   It was Mary that had a hand in Jesus’ first public miracle at the Wedding Feast in 
Cana.  She then accompanied Him to Capernaum where no doubt she listened intently to His 
preaching.  Although separated frequently, I do not believe the distance mattered.  The Sacred 
Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate heart of Mary were connected in a “profound mystical union”, 

 

 

just as they are today.  
 
Mary is the role model for all who accept Christ’s words.  Saint John Paul II.  - Mary’s faith and 
grace allowed her to grasp the meaning of Jesus’ teachings better then His Apostles and 
disciples.  In the same way Mary also shared in her Son’s rejection by his own people.  She 
shared in His suffering and torment, and bore it with great dignity.  Remember, it was Mary that 
stood at the foot of the Cross.  When the lance pierced the heart of her Son, it pierced her heart 
also.  Yet she bore all things, sure in her faith.  Here we find the true meaning of being a follower 
of Christ. 
 
When the course of her earthly life was finished, is it any wonder that she was taken up into 
heaven body and soul? “And the Angels were filled with awe at how the Virgin went from earth to 
heaven.”   From the Byzantine Liturgy on the Feast of the Dormition. 
 
But her work was not finished, for God in His Wisdom, had yet another assignment.  One that 
must have shaken Satan to his very core.  For Mary became the Queen of Heaven, Queen of 
Angels, Queen of all Saints.  She was to become our mother, our advocate before the Throne of 
Almighty God.  The Mediatrix in whom all those seeking refuge from Satan shall come.  It was 
the third great gift Our Lord gave to us to sustain us in this world.*
