                                          To be a Saint – It is Never Too Late to Find God 
 
Caesar Bogia was an Italian nobleman, politician, and one-time archbishop and cardinal in 
the Catholic Church.  He is quoted as saying, “While I lived, I provided for everything but 
death; now I must die, and am unprepared to die.” 
 
I talked to a man one Sunday outside the church.  He was an artist from New York City.  I 
later found out he was a very well-known artist born in Budapest.  To me though, he was 
one of the saddest men I have ever met.   He was an older man, in his 60’s, with many 
memories and artistic accomplishments.  It seems though that everything he had in life was 
deserting him, and his life was turning dark.  Recently divorced, he seemed at first more 
lonely and in need of companionship more then anything else, but as he continued, I found 
it was more complex.   
 
He spoke as if he were estranged from his family, no one, including his children, would 
communicate with him.  After several decades of living in the States, he went back to 
Budapest to search for his parent’s gravesite, only to find that someone had stolen his 
parent’s tombstones.   To make matters worse, his health had taken a bad turn, and he was 
looking at death. 
 
As he went on, I found that throughout his life’s story there was the familiar theme of the 
prodigal son.  Brought up a Catholic by his parents, as a young man he had left the 
faith.  He told me that he would cross himself as he passed a church or a cemetery, but had 
not taken a step inside a church, or for that matter prayed to God for over 40 years.  He 
had preferred instead to live a bohemian lifestyle, going his own way according to his own 
worldly desires.  Did he believe in God?  I believe he did, but he did not know God, nor had 
a relationship with God for 40 years.   
 
He went on talking with tears coming down his face as it seemed something was released 
from within.   He did not care that he was talking to a stranger.  This man, who was facing 
his own mortality, needed a release from the emotions and grief he was experiencing.  
 
At a certain point in the conversation, I invited him inside the church.   There was a moan 
and a sob, tears flowing down his cheeks.  He said God would not know who I am.   I said I 
do not believe that for a moment.  God knows you.  He has always known you. God never 
left you and has been with you throughout your life.   No, God did not leave you, you left 
God, and He is calling to you.  But it is your choice; yours alone.   Come into the church and 

 

 

talk to God.    He said I don’t know where to start.  I said you just told me, go and tell it to 
God and ask for forgiveness and guidance. 
 
 He looked down at his shoes, slowly nodded, and went in the church.  He walked toward 
the altar and chose a pew apart from those that were there.  Falling to his knees, he sunk his 
head down and was visibly weeping.  His whole body trembled for a moment, and then he 
seemed to relax.   I went back outside and said my own prayers.   He stayed in the church 
for maybe an hour or so. 
 
Afterwards the man came back out and sat with me.  His eyes were red, but he no longer 
wept.  He told me more about himself, showed me pictures of his art work and told me his 
name.  We sat for a while talking about life.   Then I was called away.    I shook his hand 
warmly and I could see the tears welling up again.   I told him he made a great start today 
in getting his life back together.  It begins with God.  Build on that relationship and 
understand God’s plan for you.   If you do, you will find God will show you the way.  
 
I do not think I will ever see him again; but wherever he goes, and whatever he does for the 
remainder of his life, I hope that it is with God.
