                                          To Be a Saint – A Thirst For God 
 
One of the saddest comments I ever heard was from a young man who just became a new 
father.  I congratulated him.  Knowing that he was a non-practicing Christian, I asked if he 
would be getting back to church.  He told me “No, I do not want to force God on my son.  I will 
let him make up his own mind when he is ready”.  That was an actual conversation some 30+ 
years ago.  The young father who said this was not a bad man; he was however decidedly lazy, 
and blind to the responsibilities of fatherhood.   Fast forward now 30 years… 
 
Recently I wrote a letter outlining the decline of those who believe in God, Satan, heaven and 
hell.  There was also a corresponding rise in those who accepted paganism, and a full 28% of 
adults in the United States now identify themselves as religiously unaffiliated. 
 
A bleak picture?  Possibly, but then how do you explain this?  According to the Wall Street 
Journal and New York Times, Bible sales are up 22% this year through the end of 
October?   Compare this with overall print book sales up less than 1% during the same time 
frame.  A trend?  In 2019, Bible sales hit 9.7 million, and in the first 10 months of 2024, they 
have already surpassed 13.7 million, marking a 41% increase since 2019. 
Worries about the economy, conflicts abroad, political and social uncertainties pushed readers 
toward the Bible in droves.  “People are experiencing anxiety themselves, or they’re worried 
for their children and grandchildren,” said Jeff Crosby, president of the Evangelical Christian 
Publishers Association. “It’s related to artificial intelligence, election cycles…and all of that 
feeds a desire for assurance that we’re going to be OK.” 
 
Chad Pecknold, theologian and professor at The Catholic University of America, told the Daily 
Caller News Foundation.  “We are currently seeing a kind of clarity about the civilizational 
conflict that ‘woke’ ideologies provoked.  In brief, the people are fed up with this fake 
religion, and even if they aren’t Christian themselves, they’re realizing that Christianity 
provides a far better ‘unwritten constitution’ for the nation than anti-Christian wokism can 
supply.  While it has been apparent to a few of us for some time, millions are now realizing 
that ‘woke’ ideologies are destructive attempts to re-found the nation according to a new 
civic religion which both parodies and persecutes Christianity”. 
 
All this comes as Church attendance among Christians has remains very low in the United 
States, with only 30% of Protestants and 23% of Catholics attending church every week, 

 

 

according to a March Gallup poll.  Yet, we are seeing more Americans than ever consuming 
religious content, with the Hallow prayer app becoming the first religious app to top Apple’s 
App Store in 2024.  
 
So, it seems as a nation there is a thirst for God, yet for many, the traditional anchors that has 
kept us grounded with God are missing.  Many Americans have grown up without the basic 
foundation of parental example, and catechism provided by organized religion.  This guidance 
is so important to provide a frame work and correct interpretation.   In a word, many 
people are not “Churched”.  Without the proper foundation, many of those seeking God, 
including those who study scripture in a vacuum, will invariably burn out, stray off course, or 
worse, place themselves in the hands of those who will intentionally mislead.    
 
Why say this?  Why do we not just trust that the Holy Spirit will guide these people who thirst 
for God?   What would Jesus do (WWJD)?  Let’s rephrase that to read, What “DID” Jesus Do….. 
 
Jesus chose His Apostles to preach the good news faithfully and fully.  He gave them power to 
forgive sins, cast out demons, and to be good and faithful shepherds to the flock.  Yes, the 
Holy Spirit came, and is still present today, which may explain the thirst we are seeing to 
reconnect with God.  However, it is to Christ’s earthly ministers, the successors of the 
Apostles, His priests and clergy, that He entrusts the faithful to, and in this we see the 
importance of their guidance in developing our life and relationship with God.   We see this 
clearly in the “Great Commission” that our Lord gave to the Apostles before His Ascension. 
 
“Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and 
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to observe all that I have commanded 
you. And behold, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world.”  Mt.28:19-20 
 
For those who have a thirst for God, let these words from our Lord be a sign.
