 To Be a Saint – Never Compromise That Which Is of God; a New Year’s Reflection 
 
“If you love Me, you will keep my Commandments.” John 14:15. 
 
To compromise means when two parties make mutual concessions to settle a 
dispute.  To meet somewhere in the middle. 
 
Much of our life is built around compromise.  It is a basic skill needed for a strong 
marriage, and it helps to maintain harmony within a big family.  In this setting it 
becomes an expression of love, patience and even sacrifice.  You will also find this 
quality in a team, as healthy compromise is often necessary in human relationships 
to promote peace and unity, which leads to even greater team success.  The greatest 
leaders are not necessarily those who have their way on everything, but those who 
master the art of compromise, and do so wisely. 
 
“Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God.” Matt. 5:9. 
This verse highlights the role and importance of peacemakers, those who actively 
pursue peace and work to resolve conflicts.  To achieve this, we must understand the 
principle of compromise. 
 
In other matters however, compromise is not normally seen as a good thing.  For 
instance, in present day society, we tend not to compromise in matters of 
safety.  The Bible makes it clear that God does not condone compromising His 
commands: “Be careful to do what the Lord your God has commanded you; do not 
turn aside to the right or to the left.” Deut. 5:32. 
 
What makes compromise dangerous is the subtle way in which it approaches us.  I 
would venture that most of us have a predilection for compromise.  It is fairly true 
in all open societies, and we are taught it from an early age.   Rightly or wrongly, we 
are willing to at least listen and consider what is brought before us.  Often the 
consideration limits itself to just what is possible, rather than what is right.  Rather 
than compromise, this then becomes appeasement.  In this lies a pitfall, as we not 
only give into demands, but also set aside whatever moral values or standards we 
hold dear.  This situation has led to the moral decay of many nations.  Once these 
values are lost, they are not easily regained. 
 

Consider now, another meaning of the word compromise is related to when someone 
has taken over something very important to you, such as a secret password or bank 
account.  This type of compromise makes the individual vulnerable in some way, 
and opens them up to increased risk or danger.  If we make compromises on our 
moral values and those things pertaining to God, we separate ourselves from God, 
and make ourselves vulnerable to Satan.  We become compromised. 
 
In Matthew, Jesus says to His disciples, “You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt 
loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything, 
except to be thrown out and trampled underfoot by men.”  Matt. 5:13 
 
Consider now Jesus’ warning. If we compromise those things that are of God, we 
succumb to the world.  We are like salt that has lost its flavor. Salt that is no longer 
salty has lost its reason for existence.  Cast aside, we will most definitely be trampled 
underfoot by men. 
 
Similarly in the Gospel of John, Jesus taught His disciples about the importance of 
abiding in Him: “Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit by itself, 
unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in me. I am the vine; you 
are the branches. Whoever abides in me and I in him, he it is that bears much fruit, for 
apart from me you can do nothing.” John 15:4-5.   We abide in Christ by keeping His 
commands.  If we let this be compromised in some way, we cease to bear fruit and 
will be cast forth to wither. 
 
Little by little, the world is always trying to diminish the severity of sin.  It seeks to 
compromise us with God.  It starts as a whisper, something that seems innocent 
enough, yet once we respond to it, it becomes like a virus, and seeps into the 
soul.  Once on this path, it becomes easier to compromise things that are of God, yet 
it is no longer compromise, it is properly called appeasement.  An appeasement to 
the demands of the world, the demands of Satan, who can then claim another soul. 
 
May you stand strong and uncompromised in the Lord this coming year, staying 
salty in your faith, and bearing much fruit.
