                                 Our Daily Bread – The Patience of God 
Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, give thanks in all circumstances; for this is the Will of God 
in Jesus Christ for you. 1 Thes. 5:16-18.   Easier said than done Saint Paul…. 
 
Yes, I want to do God’s Will.  I know that praying helps me grow closer to God and aligns me to 
God’s Will.  It reminds me that life is not just about myself.  Developing a relationship with God 
brings peace of mind, and provides strength and guidance.   There is no downside to it, but… 
 
The distractions come early in life.   For me you can lump in all the distractions of youth nicely 
under the heading of “Just Growing Up”.  Oh my, there’s a lot there.  It covers friends, school, 
sports, dreaming and so on.  Who’s got time for prayer?  Still certain things manage to get 
through that barrage and stick.  There is an anchor chain formed that helps keep me steady and 
prevents me from drifting too far.  When I get older, I’ll manage it better.  I will find the 
time.  After all, God is patient with me. 
 
Then, when that check is in the box of “Growing Up”, you have the “A” list to keep you 
occupied.  A wife, A family, A home, A job, A mortgage, and A responsibility to all.  Hoo-wee, all 
of a sudden you find yourself fully occupied and wondering where the time went.  “A” time for 
myself?  It was there, mostly squandered.  Your life is consumed in everything but prayer and 
developing that relationship with God.  Still, you manage to get to church on Sunday, and spend 
at least some time with God.  You figure out ways to work God into the downtime with prayer 
and tinker with meditation, but you tell yourself you can do better.  Just wait until 
retirement.  Then I will finally have the time to put what Saint Paul said into practice.  After all, 
God is patient with me. 
 
Well one fine day you find yourself at that magic moment, and you are retired.  Through the 
grace of God, you find yourself relatively intact, with most of the bills paid, and in a stable 
situation.  This should be ideal for what Saint Paul wants us to do.  We have time…   Lots of 
time…. And what do we do?  We fill every blessed moment of it with stuff.  We volunteer, we 
start a garden, heck, we start a small farm.  We pursue hobbies, and all those worldly things that 
interested us, but never had the time for.   
 
Well, there you go.  The three main stages in life.   But maybe I am not a complete 
failure.  Somewhere along the way I have managed to develop habits.  I still pray the rosary, the 
one my mom gave to me when I was young.  I look forward to praying it in the evening and I 

 

 

always carry one in my left pocket, where I pull it out occasionally during the day as time 
permits.   Somewhere along the way I added (or re-found) morning prayer, and evening prayer, I 
even find myself talking it over with God when out in the field working.  Sometimes at night, 
when I am lying awake, I do the same.   I also seem to of found more time for scripture.  Not just 
the reading part, but the understanding part.  The meditation that is so important comes a little 
easier.     
 
But let’s not get carried away.  For all of that good stuff, the distractions and temptations are 
stronger than ever.  Within my mind there is this spiritual tug of war.  Funny thing, the more I 
work at developing my relationship with God the more “push back” I seem to get.  I guess I can 
understand that.  God permits that in order to help us grow in virtue, wisdom and humility.  It 
seems that I am a very slow student… 
 
I take solace in the fact that I am not alone.  Even Saint Anthony the Great, who left the world to 
live in a remote part of the Saharan desert to eliminate distractions from God, still struggled 
with his demons.   So too, other Saints had their struggles.  Why should I expect it to be 
different.  It will always be that way.  The only thing to do is just resist and persevere.  I think I 
will have to do that until the end, until my own race is finished. 
 
So, I’ll hang on to the last stage as long as God allows.  Maybe, just maybe I’ll figure it out.   I’ll 
shape my life into some type of semblance of what Paul was describing.  After all, did I mention, 
God is very patient with me. 
I suspect He will be patient with you too.
