                               To Be a Saint – The Trouble with Scratching That Itch 
     It’s a common problem, seen often in those who suffer misfortune.   Life hands us a severe 
blow and takes a bite on us, like a mosquito bite or a bee sting, and we develop an itch.  The 
analogy may be farfetched but let’s use it.  The itch that develops is all consuming.  Doesn’t it 
become hard to focus on anything else?  How nice it feels to scratch it.  It seems to take the pain 
away.   We scratch a little and it feels so good, but the itch comes back.  So, we scratch it 
again…and again …and again…   The little bit of relief we get never takes care of the problem, 
and before you know it, we have a rash, or worse, develop an infection…. 
     The stings and bites?  Lose a job, divorce, losing a loved one, disease, hopeless situations, and 
the list goes on.  The temptation to scratch is great.  How so?   For some, when they have been 
bitten hard by life, emotion takes over their reasoning.  They scratch their itch with anything 
that distracts from the pain, including alcohol, drug use, gambling, or some type of immorality 
or vice.  Some others may seek to shut themselves away, refusing to face all reality.  But the itch 
does not go away, and the scratching only compounds the problem.  Those who succumb, sink 
further into their misery, often lashing out at those who would offer some type of 
support.  Seeking to find blame, some will even lash out at God.    
     Turn to the Book of Job in the Old Testament.  Job didn’t just have a bite taken out of him; he 
lost it all.  Although he questioned, Job never for a moment lost his faith in God, even though 
many others, including his wife, was pushing him in that direction.  In his anguish, Job 
questioned God’s justice, and God responded with a series of questions that made it obvious to 
Job that he did not have the knowledge to fully understand the complexities of 
creation.  Whereas Job demanded a full explanation from God, God asks Job for trust in Him and 
the Divine Plan.  God askes the same from us.  Trust. 
     At one time or another we all come down this road, or know someone who has been down 
it.  It is a difficult and emotional time.  And in the emotion, we overlook the one thing necessary 
to begin the healing process; honesty.  It is only in honesty that we can begin to come to grips 
with our problem.  It goes further still, for following the path of honesty, we necessarily come 
upon virtue, including humility in accepting what has happened.  This is followed at some point 
with a sense of understanding, and then gratitude.  How so?  As we begin to move forward with 
our life again, we take inventory, counting the blessings we have, including family, friends, 
skillsets, and so on.  In this we find strength, and yes gratitude.   We begin to refocus on the 
future and not dwell on the past.  Above all we hold firm to our trust in God.  It is my experience 
that God will ultimately provide what you need to lift you from the depths of misfortune, as He 
did Job.  With these sure remedies we get on with life, and time heals all wounds. 
      Those who follow this path often come out of misfortune stronger and far more resilient 

 

 

than they were before.   Many great leaders, and successful people, did not become great until 
they had suffered and recovered from misfortune, sometime multiple misfortunes.   The same is 
true of millions of others, for in life no one is spared.    
     Remember, those that succumb to misfortunes itch, are still children of God.  They need our 
prayers and our help as we are able.  Helping them down the path of honesty to begin the 
healing process will not be easy, but never give up on them.   And this is what it means to be a 
Saint.
