                                                  To be a Saint – Lenten Traditions and Themes 
 
We deviated in my last letter to discuss the importance of the Apostolic Fathers.  There were several 
important reasons for the deviation, but let’s return to a purely Lenten theme.  Depending on when your 
church publishes this letter, we should be very close to the fifth week of Lent.  Let’s continue to compare 
the rich Lenten traditions found in both the Eastern Byzantine Ruthenian Rite and the Extraordinary Rite of 
the Roman Catholic Church.  We’ll continue to look beyond the simple fasting requirements and seek out 
the traditions that are at once beautiful, and instructive. 
 
 In the East we are given the example of the Great Saint Mary of Egypt on the fifth Sunday of Lent.  Mary 
was a woman from Alexandria who lived as a prostitute around the fourth century.   According to written 
testimony and tradition, she lived in sin for many years.  On a pilgrimage to Jerusalem, tradition has it that 
when she tried to enter the Church of the Holy Sepulcher for the Exaltation of the Cross, she found the way 
barred by an unseen force.  Realizing this was because of her impurity, she was struck with remorse, and 
upon seeing an icon of the Theotokos located outside the church, she prayed for forgiveness and promised 
to give up the world.  She thereupon entered the church successfully.   Afterward, the Virgin Mary told her 
that across the Jordan River in the desert is where she should find peace.   Mary then moved into the desert, 
and according to tradition was not seen by anyone for 47 years, which coincidently is the number of days 
during the Great Fast, together with Holy Week, according to the tradition of the East.   Eventually Mary 
cast aside all the carnal passions, and was able to turn those passions into a flame of divine love, where she 
reached a high degree of spiritual perfection.  Saint Mary of Alexandria is an example to all of us who 
struggle with sin. 
 
But let’s continue. There are many beautiful worship services during Lent in the Byzantine tradition.  One 
of the best know is called the Liturgy of Pre-sanctified gifts.  In actuality it is a vesper service with Holy 
Eucharist.   It is normally celebrated on Wednesdays and Fridays.  The chants during the service are ancient 
and some of the most moving in all of Christendom.  This service is frequently followed by a simple 
Lenten Supper.  
 
During this period of Lent, the Byzantine Church continues with its cycle of All Souls Saturdays.  There 
are five of them celebrated throughout the year.  Normally the second third and fourth Saturdays during 
Lent are All Souls Saturdays.  In some Parishes these prayers are offered on the Sunday after.   The faithful 
gather to celebrate the Divine Liturgy, during which special prayers are offered for the repose of the souls 
of all the faithful departed.  In the Catholic Church, the commemoration of the dead is considered as one of 
the main works of mercy.  
 
Traditions in the Extraordinary Rite of the Roman Catholic Church will vary somewhat from the Ordinary 
Rite that most Roman Catholics are familiar with.  The fifth Sunday of Lent in the extraordinary rite is 
called Passion Sunday.  It recalls to us the time period when the Jews formed their plot against Jesus.  From 
the Gospel reading of John Chapter 8, we hear that the hatred of the Jews grew to such an extent that they 
accused Jesus of having come to an agreement with Satan and sought to stone Him.   This is an ominous 

change in tone from previous Lenten Sundays where we find the readings for the Transfiguration, Jesus 
casting out demons, and feeding the 5000.     The Gospel readings throughout the 5th week in Lent on to 
Good Friday are dark, portending to what is to come. 
 
The second week of Passiontide begins then with Palm Sunday which leads into Holy Week, where we will 
hear the Passion stories.  It is during this week, normally on Holy Thursday morning, that the oils are blest 
during what is called Chrism Mass.  They will be used for the upcoming baptisms and confirmations on 
Easter and Pentecost.  
 
During the two-week Passiontide, all statues and crosses in the church are veiled in purple and remained 
covered until Easter.  The stations of the cross however are not veiled.  The tradition is said to have come 
from a medieval practice of screening the altar with what is called a “Hunger Cloth”.  The actual covering 
of images came later, perhaps continuing that theme of “fasting of the eyes.”  Crosses remain covered until 
the end of the Celebration of the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday, but images remain covered until the 
beginning of the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday. 
 
There is so much more, but not the space to continue.  These traditions are important to us, beyond what we 
can imagine.   Do not take them for granted, for in them we keep alive the deposit of faith passed on to us 
by previous generations.  Do not let them become meaningless rituals for our children, for that is Satan’s 
goal.
