                                                    Our Daily Bread - Well It’s Like This… 
 
We use to be an album family.  We have photo albums stacked high under the coffee 
table documenting family history, dating back to the middle of the last century.  The 
grand kids revel at pulling them out to explore the past.  Grandpa what is that? Grandma 
did you really wear your hair like that?  Wow, I did not think you guys were ever that 
young!  Ouch…  Sentimental time machines, that’s what photo albums are. 
 
Somewhere in life our family drifted away from albums.  We found something much 
more convenient.  Something that allows us to organize in a way that fits our lifestyle 
better.   No, it’s not some type of device that requires you to press buttons to display what 
you want to see.  To my mind it is much better.  No buttons to push.  You merely have to 
look up and then, bam, instant gratification.  What is this marvel?  It is the door to our 
refrigerator of course.   Ours is covered to a point where I could not even tell you what 
brand it is.   Every square inch is composed of our children, our children’s children and 
so on.  Oh, there are also drawings and sketches.  Loving works of art, gifts of caring, 
that magically appear out of nowhere, put there by little hands wanting to show 
something of great importance.  Everything is held there by magnets you know.  We have 
so many on ours, that it will move the needle of a magnetic compass from true north 
when passing by.    
 
We’ve come far in our life.  When we were first married our refrigerator was too small to 
accomplish this.  Back then it was small and boxy; large enough for a dozen eggs, a 
gallon of milk and whatever leftovers might be.   As our family grew, so did our 
refrigerator, and then one day it happened, a picture went up.  It must have been in the 
late part of October, because it was a picture of the kids in Halloween costumes.  That 
was the beginning of the end to our trusty photo albums.  Still treasured, but like the 
buggy whip, they were a thing of the past.  We have a big double door refrigerator now, 
extra-large for that side of beef that might need storing; and now, even with just the two 
of us in a big old house, we need every inch of that refrigerator.  Not inside mind you, 
outside, the important side, the side that holds pictures of our family.  Like the holy cards 
we have stuck in the mirror along with the candid family snapshots, the worn bible filled 
with family genealogy and important dates, statues and icons, interspersed with framed 
pictures of family, there is something very Catholic about the pictures on the refrigerator 
door.  It defines who we are, and what is important to us. 
 

To be honest we do have a device that displays photos sitting in the living room by the 
book shelves.   I really do not know what it is called, but it comes on each evening at 5pm 
and goes off at 7pm, displaying a rotation of pictures of the family.  Pure magic… I have 
no idea how to update it.  New pictures sometimes magically appear, “downloaded” by 
my children remotely, or so I am told.  I love the pictures mind you, but I get into trouble 
when we pray in the evening, as my eye will wonder over to it, distracting me.   The big 
drawback to this device however is, that like a photo album, it becomes a moment in 
history, and is never updated.  I do not know how, and the kids simply do not have the 
time to spend on it.  With the refrigerator though, updating becomes something even a 
child can do, even me.  All you need is a picture, a magnet (or tape) and boom, there you 
are, something that shows 24/7 and does not have to be reset when the electricity goes 
out. 
 
For my readers who might be in the business of designing refrigerators, maybe you could 
come up with a foldout model.  You know, one that gives you a little more space to put 
pictures?
