6 Ways to Guard Your Heart from Manipulative People
SLIDE 6 OF 6

6. God's Love Protects
1 Corinthians 13:6-7 says, "Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects,
always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres."
God's love protects us from harm. Any relationship that is taking advantage of you or is putting you in
harm's way is not a loving one, and the Christian response is to employ boundaries that keep you safe.
God set boundaries for every part of creation; He is a God of order, and we are creatures that crave order
and safety. We don't have to feel guilty about keeping ourselves and the ones we love safe by sometimes
saying no, embracing some distance, or potentially ending a relationship with a manipulative person.
If you feel you cannot set proper boundaries on your own, seek wise counsel or support from a counselor,
mentor, safe friend, or pastor.

Parking Lot Replacement Fundraiser - Our parking lot is in a terrible state. There is one section in front
of the church hall that is actually leeching dirt from the subsurface during heavy rains. At best that area is a
tripping hazard; at worst, continued erosion will one day create a terrible sinkhole. Other sections of the
parking lot are so weak that leaf blowers will actually blow away rotten asphalt. We've done sealing
repairs twice over the last few years, but that no longer remains a viable option. We need a new parking
lot.

The Plan..... Estimates are being gathered, but the simple fact is we do not have the amount of money
required to contract the job out. As those numbers come together, we will make it known, but the cost
could be in excess of $75K-$100K. In the interim, the parish plans to install a professional asphalt repair in
the area in front of the hall, where the subsoil is is leeching through. The cost of the repair is something the
parish can afford now, while buying us needed time...... In that time Ascension will be conducting a fund
raiser to install the new parking lot. Details will be announced soon. Father Alex.

To Be a Saint - Be Mindful of Sending Invitations

The concept of spiritual consequences is a profound theme throughout the Bible. In Exodus 12:7,
God told the Israelites to mark their door posts with the blood of a sacrificed lamb, so when the
Angel of Death came that night into Egypt it would pass over the homes of the Israelites who had
thus marked their doors. Action and consequence.

We seldom think about it, but there is a connection with that action of marking the door posts
and what we place in our homes today. When we place a crucifix in our home, properly, with
reverence and good intent, that crucifix marks our home also. Just as the blood of the lamb
marked the Israelites homes in Egypt so long ago, that crucifix representing the blood Christ shed
for us, marks our home to the spiritual world, that it is under the protection of Jesus
Christ. Action and consequence.

This connection is not just the Old-Covenant/New-Covenant symbology. When you place a
cross in your house, or religious statue, or religious painting, when you hang a rosary or Icon
above the door, you are not just placing a work of art up, a curio or decoration, you are placing a
spiritual banner over your house. This is not superstition. It is not some type of magic. Itisa
statement of intent and will have consequence.

In the case of the Crucifix in the home you are establishing the Lordship of Jesus
Christ. When demons see the cross, they see the blood of Christ, the empty tomb and their
defeat. The cross reminds demons that they have no place in that home. A statue of the Blessed
Virgin also is a reminder to the demons that her protection and guidance are within the
home. The same with the images of the saints and angels. By these actions, you are sending a
clear message to the spiritual world.

Conversely, what happens to those who place pagan symbols, or satanic related items within
their homes? Ask an Exorcist and he will tell you that just as the cross acts as a warning to the
demon world, a satanic item or pagan symbol could be seen as an invitation. Yes, even a happy,
fat smiling buddha figure, could be seen as an opportunity. The same goes for occult items,
especially for Ouija boards, tarot cards, crystals and the like. Even seemingly innocent apps, we
download without a second thought, can bring with it an invitation to the spiritual world. These
items which we take for granted could open doorways best left closed.

This goes much farther then just what we choose to bring into our home. It extends to what
we put on ourself. Tattoos, so much the rage, so fashionable and trendy, also brings with it
consequences far beyond what many consider. The type of design, where we get the tattoo, who
does the tattooing, the bodily location of your tattoo, what is in the ink (ingredients in tattoo inks
can vary), the emotional mood we are in when we get it, all these things mean something and
should not be taken for granted. It extends beyond the obvious tattoos depicting demons. Many
of the designs offered are old paganistic symbols. Symbols that could attract those things better
left alone. Blood enters the picture once more, for receiving the tattoo, the individual will shed
some blood as it mingles with the ink, and pain is experienced. Thus, tattooing becomes a blood

ritual which carries meaning to the spiritual world.

Even the clothes we wear carry potential for attracting that which will cause us
harm. Dressing provocatively, or let’s say dressing for a gothic look, certain cosplay, or cross
dressing in gender bending styles, are a perversion of God’s calling for modesty. In the words of
the Blessed Virgin at Fatima in 1917. “Certain fashions will be introduced that will offend Our
Lord very much.”

Action and consequence.... We spend a lot of our life considering the visible world around us,
what is safe, what is not, and make our decisions accordingly. As good Christians we also are
mindful of the spiritual consequences of sin, and take action to avoid it. Still in all, many will
inadvertently step into spiritual danger in one form or another. We should always be mindful of
these spiritual dangers and protect ourselves accordingly. We should also train our children so
that they may be aware. The world will not do it for you.
