Our Daily Bread — As Lent Approaches, Beware the Judas Touch

“What is a cynic? A person who knows the cost of everything, and the value of nothing.” Attributed to
Oscar Wilde

He was from the city of Kerioth, in the extreme southern part of Judah. His name was Judas
Iscariot. He was chosen by Jesus as an Apostle, so that scripture may be fulfilled (John 13:18). The only
Apostle from Judah, he was bright, intelligent, and oh so skeptical. He became the Apostle’s treasurer,
but as John notes, he stole from it on occasion. He thought himself to be wise, and was his own council.

Jesus’ sermons and many miracles certainly left an impression on Judas, but he, like many, expected
the Messiah to be a leader who would liberate the Jewish nation politically. He believed that Jesus
would lead a revolution. However, Jesus came to liberate humanity from sin and announce the
kingdom of God. This did not fit with Judas’ thinking. Of what value was the liberation of mankind if it
did not liberate Israel?

Judas’ disillusionment grew. Jesus taught in Capernaum that to have eternal life you must eat the
flesh of the Son of man and drink His blood. That was an abomination according to Judas, and many
other Jewish disciples. Jesus lost many followers that day. He asked His Apostles if His teaching
offended them? Peter spoke clearly; “...Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal
life...”, John 6:68. Judas remained silent. He bided his time. But Jesus knew which ones did not
believe, and who would betray Him.

When Jesus came to Bethany, a supper was prepared for Him and His companions. John tells us that
a woman named Mary, took a costly ointment and anointed Jesus’s feet and wiped them dry with her
hair. This beautiful act of reverence and love did not move Judas. He turned it into a purely financial
matter, and fixed a price to the ointment of 300 denarii, or about 300 days wages. He exclaimed, this
could have been sold and the money given to the poor! Jesus, who knew the price as well as the value
of what Mary had done, told the group, “The poor you will have with you always, but you do not
always have me.” John 12:8

| suspect Judas went on, whispering to others, maybe under his breath. All the while building up a
case in his own mind to prove he was correct. What might he have said? “I heard you on the mount that
day, ‘Blessed are the poor’; where is your love for the poor now?” Shortly after this episode, Judas
made arrangement to hand over Jesus to the authorities.

And now we come to the Last Supper. This episode held great meaning and symbolism, and contains
crucial teachings. Jesus took on the role of a servant, and went to each and washed their feet, including
Judas, instructing them to learn from this and do the same. But Judas put no value in this. And while
the washing of the feet cleaned the others, Judas was not cleaned. Shortly afterward Jesus announced
that one would betray Him.

Then according to John, Jesus took a morsel of bread, dipped it and gave it to Judas. Shortly
afterward Jesus dismissed him to carry out his treachery. For as John noted, Satan had entered into
Judas, and Satan had no place there. When Judas had departed, Jesus pronounces, “Now is the Son of
man glorified...” John 13:31

And so, Judas carried out his betrayal for 30 pieces of silver. Four months wages in those days to
betray the Son of God. Think of how many poor he could feed with that? Yes, Judas knew the price

well, but did not understand the value of what he had sold until it was too late. His own council had
failed him, but it was not his council, for in the end his council came from Satan.

Judas was overcome with remorse, but instead of asking for forgiveness and coming back to embrace
his master, like Peter did after his denial, he went out to a tree and hung himself; throwing away the
last gift of all, his life, for in the end he did not understand the value of that either. Thus ended the life
of a cynic.

Beware the Judas touch. Do not mistake cynicism for critical thinking. Cynicism is a foot soldier of
pride, the sin of Satan, and like Judas, your cynicism will be guided by the same evil that guided Judas in
the end.

Those who fall from their faith, first take on the aspect of a cynic. Listen well to their
words.... “Well, that communion is not really the Body and Blood of Christ, it’s just a symbol.” “The
sacraments are words only, incantations that have no lasting value.” “Repentance and humility? They
are for those who do not have my understanding.” These cynics may put on a good show. Did not
Judas embrace and kiss our Lord when he betrayed Him in the Garden? But for all of their show, their
deeds will lead them to the same end as Judas. Like the washing of feet at the Last Supper did not clean
the feet of Judas, going through the motions of our faith without belief and understanding the value,
will leave a cynic unclean also.

Resolve then to understand and place proper value on your faith, the value of your relationship with
Jesus Christ. It is the most precious thing you possess.
