                  Our Daily Bread – The Secrets of Creating a Refuge 
 
     Most of us would like to create some type of refuge.  No, not a place to try to escape 
reality, but a place that offers relief from the distractions and pressures of life.  A place to 
dwell peacefully, with a modicum of comfort and security, while living a productive enjoyable 
life.   Many seek this their entire life and do not find it, for they pursue it in the wrong 
way.  Listen now to a story of one individual who did manage to find it.  In it you will see what 
he found out in the process. 
     The small farm the old man worked seemed to him the best way to live.  He grew up 
learning to work hard on various types of farms.  He knew what it was like to work a dairy 
farm, tobacco farms, and on truck farms, which grew acre upon acre of vegetable crops for 
market.  Each farm was developed with and infrastructure that supported their main product, 
but each one also had to diversify to a degree, egg sales were common, along with crafts such 
as baking and quilting.  There was always something useful to do, and it left an impression on 
him.  With his financial circumstances being what they were, operating a farm of his own was 
well beyond his reach, so like many of his generation, he had left farming early, and earned his 
way in another line of work, but the farm held his imagination.   There was something special 
there. 
     When he did retire, the man found himself with a small plot of land and developed his own 
place.  A farmstead which in time would become his refuge.  He had always imagined 
something much bigger, but he adjusted without too much trouble, and scaled back his 
dreams to fit what he had to work with, a very important concept in creating a refuge.  
     It did not happen overnight, but in stages.  Each stage was well thought out and 
considered.   Before the shed there was a garage.  Before the barn there was the shed, the 
garage, and most of the house. He always knew he had a special wife, but it was during these 
days he really began to appreciate just how special she was. These are other aspects in 
creating a refuge; the first to be creative with what you have.  The second to recognize and 
find comfort in the gifts and blessings you have been given, especially family. 
     So on it went… Before the greenhouse there was the bathtubs and sunny window 
sills.  Each stage led to the next.  An extra well, electricity for the greenhouse and so 
on.  Within it all there became special memories of what was, and how the future came to be, 
and along this road he developed perseverance and resilience.  
     He wanted to try so many things but selected only a few, for each endeavor required time 
to develop and prepare.   The vegetable garden came first, the vineyard and orchard came 
later, and required more time and equipment; so too with the bees, and all the other 
processing efforts.  Setbacks and failures were many, but never defeating; there was always 
next year.  And throughout it all, in all climes and weather, he was happily engaged, and in 

this he felt God’s pleasure. 
      As slow and monotonous as it seemed to others, he was always happy to get to work each 
morning and rested peacefully at night.  In this he found another secret to creating a 
refuge.  His refuge did not grow old or bothersome, in fact the fascination grew and expanded. 
     He diversified and tried different things.  He relearned crafts he remembered when growing 
up, and within this he found ways to balance his activities according to the seasons.  As well, 
each craft led to something productive and useful, while at the same time provided him 
challenges which kept him mentally and physically busy throughout the year.  His refuge was 
helping him keep active and fully engaged with life. 
     Now within this, he began to realize that the refuge he sought was not to be found in an 
end state.  Something that he could one day point at and say “There I did it, it is finished”.   He 
discovered that his refuge was the pursuit of an idea, and that he had been given the blessing 
to work and develop it.  And he thanked God.    
     As each of you pursue your life, seeking your own refuge, remember the old man and his 
journey.  For in it you will find wisdom to help you live a good life and create your own 
refuge.
