                   To be a Saint – Dealing with Change – 
   “The only constant in life is change.” - Attributed to the Greek Philosopher Heraclitus.  
   At a certain age in life, I suppose Heraclitus’ words becomes a truism for each of us.  A 
truism is a self-evident statement that is well known, and often taken for granted.  We rarely 
spend much time thinking about truisms, but this one is different.  We should take time to 
ponder change, for each of us face it continually, throughout our life, and it can be 
overwhelming.  How we cope with change is key to success or failure, both in our temporal 
and spiritual life. 
   Let’s face it, change is terrifying to many.   For others it is readily sought after.   Age and 
experience play a role in this process.  I have heard the statement made that all change starts 
with you.   It is a maxim cited at many business seminars and leadership symposiums.  Its 
purpose is to inspire and encourage, to adjust a thought process that tears down barriers to 
change.  This approach focusses primarily on attitude, but there is more to it than 
that.  Personal attitude about change has to translate at some point into action. 
   So, if we are looking for something in a tidy package, something that you can write out and 
stick on your refrigerator, then I would offer the following:  Change is what you make of 
it.  This maxim accounts for changes both within ourselves and that which occurs around 
us.  It implies action as well as attitude.   It accounts for personal free will, the ability to 
choose our path.  But let’s take this letter in another direction, for we should not place to 
much hope in a maxim.  
   People change according to their understanding, experiences and desires.  We change our 
opinions and values, and adjust our actions accordingly.  After the fall of man in the garden, 
God gave us this ability to change, to adapt, and with it we live our life according to our free 
will.   God on the other hand never changes.  His Mercy and Justice are always right and 
appropriate.  His ways are just and perfect in every way.  
   Although we are made in God’s image, and have the capacity to think, reason, and reach 
conclusions, we are still flawed, weighed down by original sin, and have an imperfect 
understanding of the world and what is around us.  We are also surrounded by temptation 
and have to deal with our own fallibility.  This then seemingly has us at a disadvantage, but 
are we?  It is vital to remember that we are not alone.  We never have to face change alone.  
   God in His wisdom gives us guidance and support to show us the way, and help to overcome 
all challenges brought about by change.  Consider, when we were children, our parents guided 
us as change came into our life.  When we found ourselves beyond our experience, it was 
normally mom and dad that guided us through, and helped us cope, teaching us in the process 
skills such as proactiveness, resourcefulness, the ability to recognize opportunity, and at the 
same time recognize and mitigate danger.    
   As time went on, we grew in confidence.  We became adaptable to many situations and 

learned many lessons in how to approach change, but we still need help in understanding and 
coping with it.  This help comes from your spouse, your family, friends, or from your 
colleagues.  We seek wisdom from others through their experience and research, and it may 
come in the form of books, a cell phone or our laptop.   The simple fact is you do not have to 
face change in isolation.  Of all of God’s creatures on earth, we are unique in our ability to deal 
with change.  But our help does not stop there.   
   “So do not fear, for I am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen 
you and help you; I will uphold you with My righteous right hand.” Is.41:10 
   Yes, there is another guide, one that has been with you since conception.  He will be with 
you throughout your life, walking beside you, even unto death.  Place your trust in Jesus 
Christ.  He understands you better then you understand yourself.  He is the Good Shepard and 
will not lead you astray.   He has also appointed a holy Angel to be with you throughout your 
life.  A helper whose understanding and wisdom far surpasses ours.  Ask your Angel daily to 
help guide you through whatever challenges you may have.   
   You are not alone.  Let change come whatever it may be, for you are a child of God and are 
protected.
