Our closest friendships play a vital role in our spiritual and 
character formation. If we invest a lot of time with those who have unhealthy tendencies, such as 
manipulation, we will suffer harm. 
Proverbs 15:2 says, "The tongue of the wise commends knowledge, but the mouths of fools pour 
out folly." 
Those who are foolish spout foolish advice, and if we allow these people to influence us, we will 
find ourselves following poor advice that leads to our destruction. Guard your time as a way to 
guard your heart. It's perfectly okay to decline that coffee date, say no when they ask for help, and 
point them to others if helping will put you in harm's way.

                                                    Our Daily Bread - Conditioning 
 
“Dad, why do you sit on the barn porch in the rocker when you could go inside in the air 
conditioning?” 
 
“Honestly, I like sitting outside.  I’m in the shade, and I have ice water, there is a little 
breeze, and I got the radio with me.  Anyway, after my break I have to go back in the 
field and install the shade sail on that new crop of winter squash.  They still don’t have 
the root structure to withstand this heat.  I don’t want to cool off only to come back into 
the heat.” 
 
“How did you and mom stand the heat growing up without A/C?” 
 
“Well I don’t recall thinking much about it.  I mean there was no ready alternative where 
we lived, so you went on with life and adapted.   Anyway, where I came from people 
lived outside for most of the summer months.  I was a young man the first time I felt air 
conditioning; it was like a miracle.  Although I didn’t’ think much about it then, there 
was a change in our society as air conditioning became the norm.  We transitioned 
gradually from a society that stayed outside when it became hot, to relative shut ins, 
never venturing outside unless it was to get into their air-conditioned car.  The more A/C 
became available the less you saw folks outside.  I think we lost something there.  Close 
knit communities became strangers in a sense.  I guess you could say they’ve been 
conditioned. “ 
 
“The heat does not seem to bother you.” 
 
“It does to a point, especially since I’ve grown older, but I’ve spent most of my life 
outdoors, so I guess I’m conditioned to it.  We condition ourselves for all sorts of things 
you know.   Some condition themselves for sport, or to stay healthy.  Others condition 
themselves to learn a trade our earn a degree.  Still others condition themselves for 
vanity, pride, or immoral behavior.   I would say you have conditioned yourself well to 
work hard, to live within your means, to raise a family and so on.  We condition 
ourselves for the life we want to live.  Philosophers call it existentialism; I call it free 
will.   God gives us free will so we can live the life we want.  As Catholics we should 
seek to condition ourself to live according to God’s plan for us, and if we do so, by 
extension, will condition ourselves to bear fruit on the vine, like it says in the Gospel of 

John.” 
 
“Oh I know that one.  At the beginning of Chapter 15, right?” 
 
“Wow that’s good.” 
 
“Not to hard Dad, I’ve listened to you refer to that for over 40 years.” 
 
“Well it is an important passage.  You see you can be a member of the church in name 
only, going through the motions, and never truly conditioning yourself to bear fruit, to 
fulfill God’s plan.  We never learn to step out of our comfort zone to help anyone but 
ourselves.  Not necessarily living a bad life, but at the same time not going beyond taking 
care of ourself and our personal needs.  A selfish life of relative isolation.  And keeping 
with the analogy in Jesus’ parable, in this self-imposed isolation, the branch that bears no 
fruit is cut off and cast into the fire.  If we condition ourselves to reach beyond our own 
comfort, our own needs, and shape our life accordingly, we will bear fruit.  We may even 
find ourselves “pruned” to bear even more fruit.  Within all this we find meaning in life, 
and I would say happiness; if all that makes sense.” 
 
“Makes perfect sense Dad, but I’m conditioned to be cool, and I don’t want to lose my 
conditioning, I’m going inside now where it’s cool.  You can stay here in the heat and 
ruminate as long as you like.”
