                                                  Our Daily Bread –  Scripture Meditations 
     To understand Lent and the Resurrection it is necessary to study scripture, but not just the 
story of the Passion and Resurrection.  We should have a good understanding of Scripture in 
its entirety.  All of scripture leads us to Christ, Calvary and the Resurrection.  If you do not 
grasp this interconnection, it is like eating your meal without seasoning.  Let Jesus lead us. 
     “…These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still with you, that everything written 
about me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms must be fulfilled. Then He 
opened their minds to understand the scriptures.” Lk. 24:44-45.  A miracle?  I am not aware 
the Church records it as such, but a great blessing for sure, and necessary to some degree for 
anyone who seeks God.  
     There are so many examples.  Let’s look at the crucifixion by taking the writings of the eye-
witness John, and comparing what happened to a verse in Psalms. 
     “They took Jesus therefore, and He went out, bearing His own cross, to the place called the 
Place of a Skull, which is called in Hebrew, Golgotha. There they crucified Him, and with Him 
two other men, one on either side, and Jesus in between. Jh.19:17.  Then the soldiers, when 
they had crucified Jesus, took His outer garments and made four parts, a part to every soldier 
and also the tunic; now the tunic was seamless, woven in one piece.  So, they said to one 
another, “Let us not tear it, but cast lots for it, to decide whose it shall be”; this was to fulfill 
the Scripture: “They divided up my outer garments among them and for my clothing the cast 
lots”. Jn. 19:23-24 
     Now turn to Psalms Chapter 22, written most probably by King David some 500 years 
before.   “I am poured out like water, and all my bones are disjointed. My heart is like wax; it 
melts away within me. My strength is dried up like a potsherd, and my tongue sticks to the 
roof of my mouth. You lay me in the dust of death. For dogs surround me; a band of evil men 
encircles me; they have pierced my hands and feet. I can count all my bones; they stare and 
gloat over me. They divide my garments among them and cast lots for my clothing. Ps. 22:14-
18. 
     The primary cause of death in a crucifixion is asphyxiation, since the body’s weight is forced 
down upon the lungs. It will also cause extreme dehydration and bones to come out of their 
joints.  Prophecy 500 years or more separated from the event, yet highly accurate in its 
description. 
     Now let’s talk about Judas and the betrayal of Jesus.  First let’s look at the prophecy of 
Zechariah, who foretold the amount of the betrayal bounty and what would be done with 
it.  “Then the LORD said to me, ‘Throw it to the potter, that magnificent price at which I was 
valued by them.’ So I took the thirty shekels of silver and threw them to the potter in the 
house of the Lord.” Zech. 11:13.   
 

We know from scripture that upon understanding what he had done, Judas took the silver and 
cast it on the ground at the temple.  The money was used to buy the piece of land called the 
Potters Field where Judas had hung himself, and was subsequently buried. 
     Let’s continue with Judas.    This time we are at the Last Supper and the moment when 
Judas left to betray Christ.  First we look at the prophecy of David: “Even a man, my close 
friend in whom I trusted, who ate of my bread, has lifted up his heel against me” (Ps. 41:9). 
     After washing the Apostles feet at the Last Supper, Jesus speaking to Peter said “He who 
has bathed needs only to wash his feet; otherwise, he is completely clean. And you are 
clean—but not all of you.” Jn. 13:10.  Jesus was speaking here of Judas, who would later that 
night lift his unclean heel against the Lord.   
     The fulfillment of the prophecy continues.  “When Jesus had said these things, He became 
troubled in spirit, and testified and said, ‘Truly truly I say to you that one of you 
will betray Me.’  The disciples began looking at one another, at a loss to know of which one He 
was speaking.  Lying back on Jesus’ chest was one of His disciples, whom Jesus loved 
(John).  So Simon Peter nodded to this disciple and said to him, ‘Tell us who it is He is 
speaking.’  He (John) then simply leaned back on Jesus’ chest and said to Him, ‘Lord, who is 
it?’  Jesus then answered, ‘The man is one for whom I shall dip the piece of bread and give it 
to him.’ So when He had dipped the piece of bread, He took and gave it to Judas, the son of 
Simon Iscariot.” Jn. 13:21-26.   So, the prophecy in Psalms is fulfilled. 
     The Bible is the Word of God, a Divine tapestry, meant to be viewed and understood in its 
entirety, not isolated, one book from another.  Ask the Lord to open our minds to scripture as 
Jesus did with the Apostles in Luke 24:45.
