       To Be a Saint – The Apostolic Fathers and the importance of passing down the Deposit of Faith. 
 
     Peter, James, John, Paul.  The names roll off the tongue, and we easily place them among 
the first to follow in the footsteps of Christ.  But life is fleeting.  Who followed them?  Who 
became the bridge that kept our faith true to the word of Christ?   Who did the Apostles 
pass the torch to?  Well, those names do not roll off the tongue so easily.  Yet they are just 
as critical to our faith, for without them the church would have been cast adrift, 
manipulated and ill-formed.  The Pentecost flame extinguished; the torch that is the Deposit 
of Faith lost. 
     Who were those who received their training at the feet of the Apostles and were faithful 
to the end, even at the cost of their lives.  Join me now as we consider a few of these 
Apostolic Fathers and their importance in preserving and passing along what the Catholic 
Church calls the Deposit of Faith.                                 
     Pope Saint Clement of Rome, 35-99AD.  Irenaeus of Lyons says “this man had seen the 
blessed apostles, and had been conversant with them, and might be said to have the 
preaching of the apostles still echoing in his ears, and their traditions before his 
eyes.”   Tradition has it that Clement received training by the Apostles Peter and Paul, and 
developed into a strong unwavering leader.  He encouraged the church to trust in the 
leadership and organization the apostles establish.  Apostolic authority was one of the main 
topics in his letter to the Corinthians, which scholars believe was written around 96 
AD.  This letter was so important to the Corinthians that they read it in church alongside 
Scripture in its day, keeping the church on track at a time when persecution could have 
easily crushed it.  
     Saint Ignatius of Antioch, 35-110 AD.  Instructed by the Apostle John, Ignatius became 
the Bishop of Antioch around the year 70, he assumed leadership of a local church that was, 
according to tradition, first led by Saint Peter before his move to Rome.  Ignatius wrote a 
series of letters which have been preserved as an example of the theology of the earliest 
Christians.  These Letters stressed the importance of Church unity, the dangers of heresy, 
and the surpassing importance of the Eucharist.  They also discuss the role of bishops, 
priests, and deacons.  His writings contain the first surviving written description of the 
Church as “Catholic”, taken from the Greek word meaning universal. 
     Saint Polycarp of Smyrna, 69-155 AD.  His student Irenaeus wrote that he "was not only 
instructed by the apostles, and conversed with many who had seen the Lord, but was also 
appointed bishop by the Apostle John in the church in Smyrna".  He was steadfast in his 
defense of the true faith.  Marcion, the leader of a sect who followed a dualistic heresy 
(believing that there was both a creator God and a redeemer God), confronted Polycarp 
and demanded respect by saying, "Recognize us Polycarp." Polycarp responded, "I 
recognize you, yes, I recognize the son of Satan."  As strong as Polycarp was in fighting 
heresy, he was patient and understanding when working with his contemporaries, for he 

knew the church must stay united. 
     All three of these great saints died martyrs, steadfast to the true faith as handed to them 
by the Apostles.  They inspired such confidence in their followers that they also gladly 
accepted martyrdom for the faith.  So many in fact that the example of their devotion to the 
faith had much to do with the rapid spread of Catholicism in the pagan world. 
      There are several more Apostolic Fathers, but not the space to write about 
them.  Consider their importance to what we know of our faith today.  It is everything.  The 
faith is like a relay race.  Generation to generation the torch is passed.   Theirs’s was the 
first pass, directly from Christ’s Apostles to succeeding generations.  The pass was made 
cleanly and the torch remained lit.  In the flow of time, it now becomes our job to pass along 
the faith to a succeeding generation, keeping the flame burning just as bright as when it was 
first lit that Pentecost day.  I wonder, what will the torch be like that we pass along? 
     Last year in Manila, Pope Francis said “All religions are a path to God”.  Just a few days 
ago Cardinal Timothy Dolan, Arch Bishop of New York, compared the Catholic 
observation of Lent to Islam’s Ramadan, speaking in admiration of the Moslem 
observance.  Yes, the same Islam which outright rejects the divinity of Jesus Christ and the 
Trinity.  Whether it be an innocent, misplaced analogy, or another example of 21st Century 
ecumenism, this is a statement from a Prince of the Church.  I wonder now, what the 
Apostolic Fathers would say?  
     Will the torch we handoff to future generations burn the same pure flame as that handed 
down to us, or will it burn a flame reflecting the heresy of religious indifferentism, whose 
central theme is one of appeasement to those who deny Christ? See Matthew 5:13
