The following are seven ways I prayed for my daughter before she returned to God
and to me. There are also prayers to personalize for your specific child.

2. Praying Biblically
SLIDE 2 OF 7

Praying using God’s own words and promises helps to keep you in agreement with His will when you
would rather be praying your own will. Ephesians 6:17 tells us that our only offensive weapon against the
devil is “the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God.” Personalizing and praying God’s Word back
to Him for your child is a powerful weapon to counter the attacks of the enemy.

Praying biblically keeps you working with God, who wants you to actively petition Him in prayer. The
following prayers are examples of how to pray Scriptures. Insert your child’s name into the blanks.

Dear Lord, evening and morning and at noon I commit to pray and cry aloud for my child . And You,
Lord, shall hear my voice. Amen. (Psalm 55:17)

Oh, God my Lord, step in;, work a miracle for me—You can do it! Get my child out of her/his
troubles—Your love is so great! My wandering child is at the end of their rope, her/his life in ruins.
Fading away to nothing, passing away, their youth gone, old before their time. They re weak from hunger
and can hardly stand up, her/his body a rack of skin and bones. Help , oh, God, my God, save my
child through Your wonderful love; then will know that You, God have been at work. Amen. (Psalm
109:23-24, 26-27)

3. Praying Expectantly
SLIDE 3 OF 7

Praying expectantly means praying with confidence in God, even when it seems your child is growing
further away and deeper into darkness. Over time, hopeful prayers might give way to desperate and
doubtful pleas. You might wonder if this problem could be too big for even God. As you pray
expectantly, you'll anticipate God’s gracious intervention. Even if His answers are different from
what you hoped for, God always knows best.

Pray with me:

Dear Father, I want to pray with expectation, confidence, anticipation, and conviction for the fulfillment
of all Your plans for my child. But it’s hard when seems to be moving further away from You and
me. Please help me to keep a vision in my mind and heart of the godly person my child could become.
Help me not dwell on who is right now, but on who could become with You guiding her/his
life. Amen

Our Daily Bread — On Manliness, Virtue and the Peddlers of Tripe

Masculinity in Transition..... Masculinity Evolving... Masculinity in Crisis... Men must connect
to their feminine side... These are subjects of articles written by people with letters after their
name. You know the ones, PHD, Psy.D and so forth. This stuff is reenforced daily in modern
media stereotypes, and so-called influencers. Don’t misunderstand, I’m not against letters after
your name, but it seems we are surrounded by professional peddlers of tripe and what-

not. Goodness me, they have been trying to redefine manliness since I was a young man. Along
with transgenderism and other ludicrous social experiments, this becomes part of the attempt to
mislead and confuse the weak minded.

But what defines a man and manliness has really not changed at all. Neither has how
manliness is developed. The process has been the same since antiquity. To my mind what is
being done today is a knowing attempt to rewrite what God has ordained. An attempt to upset the
natural order. So, guys before you connect with your inner woman, whatever that is, settle back
and read on.

In its highest form, manliness is not defined by physical dominance, aggression or social
status. In fact, the man whose “manliness” is judged solely by these traits may indeed be the
weaker when compared to others. True manliness is achieved by the development and
application of virtue, combined with the natural strengths and aptitudes God gave man.

To achieve manliness starts young, and ideally forms the basis of a boy’s (and a girl’s)
education. It starts with simple things like, “If it’s not yours don’t take it”, and “If it’s not true,
don’t say it.” Classical thinkers and Christian educators believe education’s primary purpose is to
form a virtuous character, not merely imparting knowledge or skills. You can see the process at
work today, but it tends to be overshadowed by the peddlers of tripe. Starting at home, and in the
schools, working in the various trade guilds and the military, this moral training is emphasized,
using stories, role models, and shared experience to instill strengths such as courage, justice,
humility, and self-control. This approach means that learning is inseparable from moral
development and integrated into daily life, with the end result being that virtue is cultivated by
force of habit and practice.

I think Saint Thomas Aquinas had the best description of what defines masculinity. For him,
true manhood is about enduring hardship for the sake of good. It is about cultivating character
and living according to reason under God’s Laws. True strength is not about reacting violently
when provoked. It is about withstanding trials and pressures without abandoning your
commitment. In fact, weakness, or in Aquinas’ terms “softness”, is present when a man
surrenders to light discomfort, temptation, or injustice. In a weak man there is an unwillingness
to suffer for what is good and right. Whereas the man who can withstand the blows of life to
continue the good fight represents true strength.

There are seven virtues in total. There are four natural virtues understood and taught by Plato
and Aristotle. They are Prudence, Justice, Fortitude, and Temperance. These are called the

Cardinal Virtues. To this the Church added the virtues of Faith, Hope and Love.

There is not the room in this letter to go into each virtue. I will make an observation
though. The practice of the seven virtues affects men and women differently. Men and women
can possess the same virtue, but their exercise of that virtue often looks and feels different. I
believe this is by design, and an important point to walk away with. Fortitude in a man is likely
to be revealed in ways such as the courage to face bodily danger. In a woman it may show in
unusual endurance, moral strength and perseverance. In the case of the virtue of justice, men are
more likely to value fairness and rules, while women are likely to show empathy and
concern. So, the practice of virtue leads to distinguishable traits between men and women. Why
is this important?

God made men and women with different strengths and aptitudes. When combined
together and guided by virtue, these strengths and aptitudes complement each other
amazingly. When set in the natural order of marriage and within a family, there is a unity in
purpose, a harmony which has worked to bolster family, church, society and nations for
centuries. I believe this harmony reflects God’s love, wisdom and justice. It is the natural order
of things.

So guys, we do not need to connect with our feminine side, nor do women need to connect to
their manly emotions. We just need to practice virtue. God will take care of the rest.
